The lied Cross Christmas stamp

crusade against tuberculosis promises
this year to be broader in extent than
ever before. While last year less than
20,000,000 stamps were sold, the pres-

ent' indications point to a sale of near-
ly 50,000,000 for this year.

The Red Cross stamps are issued by
tho American National Red Cross, and
are sold for one cent each. They are
designed to be placed upon letters and
mail matter during the holiday sea-
son. The money derived from the sale
of these stamps will be devoted to tu-

berculosis work in the localities in
which the stamps are sold, In this
manner it is expected that about $400,-00- 0

will be realized for the campaign
against tuberculosis in all parts of the
United States.
