Tawas, where they remained Wednes

Thursday morning, and had just p. I
ed Port Austin when the gale became
so furious that she was-oblige- d to put
back to Port Austin. When the wind

changed ite vessel continued her courn.
That was about 7 o'clock Thursday ev

enlng. "We were getting along fair
ly," remarked the captain, ''until tlu
vessel sprang a leak.

pumps and bent all our energies to
stopping the leak. But it was no use
The water gained on us very rapidly
