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Labor Commissioner Cox has gathered
interesting statistics with reference to
the fire departments of Michigan cities.
There are 70 cities in the State, of which
67 bave paid chiefs of the fire depart-
ment. The aggregate salaries of the 67
chiefs amount to $27,035, the average be-
ing $417. Forty-eight citics employ 705
full-time men, an average of 17 men to
each city, who are paid an average
monthly wage of £30.97. Bixty-two cities
have part-paid men and 14 volunteer fire-
men. Part-paid men recelve nn average
of $77 per year ench, and 1,302 are given
employment. Bix cities pay wages month-
ly at the average rate of $15, and 16
cities pay men by the day st the rate of
$1.51. Fourteen cities pay fivomen by
the hour for actual service at fires at
the rate of 70 cents on an average, The
pumber of runs<onde by all the fire de-
partments of the State during the year
was 4,102, the average number for ench
city belug 55. There were 300 false
alurms in 00 cities of the State. BSixty
cities report the aggregate value of prop-
erty destroyed by fire in 1808 at $1,831,-
057, an average of $30.577 for each city.
Fifty-five cities estimate the total volue
of property saved by fire departments at
$27.871,720. Two hundred and ninety-
four villuges were also canvassed, 104
haviog orgnnized fire departments and
130 having no organization for fire pro-
tection. Twelve villages have pald de-
partments and 167 villages employ chiefs
of the departments.

Labor Commissioner Cox has obtaiced
figures relative to the value of the prop-
erty of Michigan villages which is being
compiled for his aunual report. There
are 208 villoges in the State, of which
four have no village officers, so that the
returns are from 204 vielages. Of these
172 own village halls and 122 are with-
out such accessories. The value of these
balls is given by 171 villages at $410,-
100, or an average of $2408 each. For
public Improvements in 1808 25 villages
report no expenditures, while 255 are ex-
pending $572,408, an average of §2,245
eich. One hundred and fifty-three vil-
lages report no publie indebtedness, the
other 141 having an aggregate debt of
$1,782,174, an average of $§12,285 to ench
village. There are no police officers in
nine villages, while 285 villages report
415, Night watchmen are employed in
75 villages, while 180 villages have no
such officer, The ecxpense of police In
203 villages Is given at $01,771.  Accord-
ing to the reports from 221 villages times
are better than one year ago, while 76
report times no better, The avernge
wages pald for day labor is $§1.83 per day,
and for man and team $2.04.

The aggregate amount of money pald
chiefs of police and marshals in the 76
cities of the State is §51,250, an average
of $074 for each city. Sixty-four cities
bave regular men on the police force, the
aggregnte number of policemen being
034, or an average of 15 for each city.
The average daily pay for members of
the police force is $2.32, In twelve cities
there are no regular men employed on
the police force. In addition to the reg-
ular police force ia TO of the cities there
are 172 sheriff's deputies and 245 con-
stubles actively serving, or an average of
six for every city. Only twelve cities in
the State report having a regular police
matron.

Owing to the rapid growth of the clece
tric railway system, the State railroad
crossing board has decided to require a
separation of grades at all crossings of
steam tracks bereafter made. This is
a weasure of safety to the public and is
necessary for the making of time, the
law requiring a full stop to be male at
all grade erossings.
