Temperance and Ireland.

The r12th Annual Convention of
the National Catholic total abstinence
union, began its session in St. Paul,
Minnesota, Aug. 2d, TFive hundred
and ninety subordinate unions were
represented.  The report of the gen-
eral Secretary, shows nearly 35,000
members in its organization. Re-
poris of department presidents, indi-
cate great progress in the work of
temperance reform undertaken, Near-
ly every large city in the country was
represented in the convention. Let-
ters were received from nearly all
leading Catholic dignities, including
several archbishops and many bish-
ops, all heartily endorsing the tem-
perance movement. The blessing of
the Pope heretofore conferred, was
continued.

The Bishop of Ireland made a two
hours address, in which he declared
that the woes of the people of Ireland
were mostly brought upon sthem by
intemperance, and that if they could
be made temprate, and kept so fifteen
years, they could buy out the entire
Island, with money they would other-
wise spend for drink.—Post and
Tribune. The following statement
from the Christian Union corrob-
orates the opinion of the Bishop i
regard to the cause of the wretched
condition of the people of Ireland.

“During the last famine year, 1879,
Ireland stretched forth her hands to
receive the contributions of the be-
nevolent of the world. Appeals for
bread for her starving poor were in-
cessant, and their utter destitution
was portrayed in language that
brought tears from the eyes, and gen-
erous donations from the purses of
sympathetic multitudes. The total
amount contributed for their relief,
by the British Government and by
private charity, British and foreign,
is stated at $5,305,000, for the year
1879, whilst during the same year of
starvation, the value of spirits and
beer, consumed in Ireland, was about
$40,875,000.

For every dollar received from
charity in answer to most piteous ap-
peals for bread, more than seven dol-
lars were spent for intoxicating liquor.
During the same year in England and
Wales, where no famine prevailed,
the proportion of persons arrested for
drunkenness was seven per 1,000 of
the population. In Ireland, over
eighteen per 1,000, About one per-
son in every eleven of the total popu-
lation of the Island, during the year
of sore hunger, and apparently sorer
thirst, either received official relief,
orwas officially arrested for being
drunk.

Another item from British official
statistics sheds additional light on
the great source of Irish wretched.
ness. During the twelve months end-

ing with March, 1879, the number of
detections for illicit distilling and
dealing, was, in Scotland two, in
England, eight, in Ireland, 683. Alas
for the people whose bread is dear,
but whiskey cheap.
