The republican state convention of
Indiana was presided over by ex-Secre-
tnr{oThompson.

stantinople that the whole of Egypt
has embraced the cause of the national
party, and that the English will find
everywhere a determined opposition,
The rebels at Ramleh made a forward
movement Tuesday, but were repulsed
by shots from the British iron-clad
emeraire. Lord Beresford has been
promoted to the rank of captain for
services during the bom ment of
Alexandria. Thirty-seven battalions
of English militia have volunteered for
active service in Egypt. Gladstone
states that arrangements have been
made to prevent the telegraphing of in-
formation to Arabi Pasha from En-
gland. A cable is being laid from Al-
exandrin to Port Said.

The West Kent regiment, with Gen-
erals Sir Edward Hamley and Sir Evelyn
Wood, sailed from Portsmouth for
Egypt. The queen bade the officers fare-
well and was enthusiastieally cheered.
It is ramored that the European quar-
ter at Cairo has been fired, Lessepa
has telegraphed the porte protesting
against Admiral Seymour’s action con-
cerning the Suez canal. The embarka-
tion of troops stationed in India for the
seat of war has begun. Arabi is amply
su&plied with money collected from the
interior provineces, and hesides regulars
has twenty thousand Bedouins at his
back. The rebels are reported in great
force at Aboukir. England has de-
clared that because of the q]orte'n “of-
frontery” it will be impossible to per-
mit the landing of Turkish troops in
Egypt. The conference at Constanti-
nople will probably break np, owing to
the divergence of views between Russin
and Great Britain.

Washington, D. €., ¢ommencing on the
ih day of November, 1852, and to continne
until the 5d day of Decewmber, 1882, its ob-
ject being to raise the greatest possible
wmount of funds to ald Tn the eréction of o
statue at Washington to the memory and
honor of the late President, James A, Gar-
fiel,  The general plan of the project will
be Inangurated and earried forwanl under
the following management: A boarnd of
control, to consist of the Garfield Monu-
ment Committee of the Society of the Army
of the Cumberland as now organized, and
they shall be charged with the general or-
ganization n board of dircetion, consisting
of thirty, from which there shall be an ex-
ecutive committoe of seven members, who
shall have immediate control and direction
of the fair during Its organization and con-
tinuanee, with power to determine and
nominate the personnel of such sub-com-
mittees as may be required ; o board of com-
missloners, to tlll‘ln}.-ll of six members
from ench State, three of whom shall be
resident In the Distriet of  Columbla
and three in each of their respective
States, the three restdent commissioners
to constitute n quornm for the transaction
of business, It shall be the duty of the
State Commissioners to solicit exhibits and
contributions from their several States and
to Invite and awaken a lively interest
among thelr people in the suecess of the
work, nnd to look after the interest and
well-being of such of their constituents as
may b interested. Timely arrangement
will be mude at genernl headguarters for
the receiving and forwarding of such ex-
hibitions as mny e offered and when plae-
ed on exhibition will, exeepting perishable
articles, remain from the opening to the
closing of the fair, and shall, when it is so
desired, bear the e of the maker and in
all eases will be digpossd of by sale, or such
other process as the judgment of the Board
of Directors shall decide, for the bonefit of
the monmiment fund; a board of awand,
whose duty it shiall be to examin aml re
port upon  the various exhiblits, awnrding
medals, and sueh honorable mention as in
their .llltl:.’l'lu'll.l may be desired, and give
sultable engraved certificates of the same,
necording to the riles  and regulations
adopted aid observed st the Contenninl Ex-
hibition of 1576 ut Philadelphin.
