At the August meeb.ng of the fisst year a
plenic was held at the home of Mrs, Carson,
ont the banks of the beaontiful Shinwasseo
River

In September, 18587, the Maple River Club
met with us in the Duteher Grove in Ben-
nington and held a pienie—of course we had
o good time—we ajways do,

The first of February, 1888, a Farmers'
Institute was held in the city of Owosso and
nearly all the members of the club attended
ft. Twoof our members read essays on
that oceasion and 1 am sure every one of uy
enjoyed the bunquet  given by the Owosso
Business Men's Association as a finnl wind-
up to this affalr,

June 28th of that year, our club met by
invitation at the home of Mr. and Mrs. 1.

There has always Lecn the best
of feeling among the members, kud 1 hardly
think we have ever gone home from one of
these meatings without fealing thnt we have
had o pleasant time  and  that it has been
good for us to be there, 10 we do not Team
something from each meeting it mus: be our
own fuulty as there are plenty of gool (deas
put forth, A great many subjects have
Ieen diseussed, and as o questions, well, 1
wonder where do they all come from? |
think our elub must all be Yankees they are
50 good at asking questions,

If ¥ only had the ready wit and ps of o
Washington Irving, 1 might give you some
fdea of the herole struggles through which
we have pyssed with onr timid natures, and
how fur advanesd we bave become in the
art of speaking and writing  essays, sinee
the Club was formed.  But the Club has
done more than this for us. It broadens
our views of farm life and work, and we
pick up new ideas to think of ns we go
about that work that does us good, W
meet our friends and  nelghbors and leamn
thelr ways of living and it renews our cour-
nge to go on in the battle of Hfe.  All these
things and many more the Club has done

sud grain depots. The district Alliances
will be made up of sub-Alliances, In this
WAy a constant communication from indi-
vidual members of the Alliance is to be
had. *“We will know how many cattle
each individunl member of the Alliance
bas on hand,” sald Mr. McGrath, “and he
can hold them withont selling for need of
reedy cash,

The Alliance the Only Buyer.

“A record of these facts will be kept, No
individual member will sell his grain to
option mon or brokers, but when he is
obliged to sell, the graln will be taken by
the Allinnce  The same thing will follow
with eattlee.  'We will have agents in Kan-
sus City, Chicago and St, Louls who will
keep the district Alliances posted as to
the market and the demand, Upon this
information the demand will be supplied,
and no more, at & flxed price determined
by the Allinnes, No option whant will La
on the market. There will be no specu-
Inting on grain Lefore harvest, The four
states in this trust will practically cou-
trol the wheat amd eattle markets of the
United States,

Modeled After the Whisky Trast.

“The gommission each day will wire
farmers to send ina certain amount of
wheat or ent.le, ns the case may be, call-
ing on the ones who are the hardest
pressed for ensh,  The amount demanded
to supply the market that day will be ap-
portionel among the districts eqaally, and
in turn apportioned by the distriet Alli-
ance. No farmer who ls a member of the
Allinnee will sell his prodnets till ealled
upon. By this plan wheat fluctustions in
prices will be avolded. Other state Alli-
ances are expected 6 join the movement,
The new stheme s modeled in detail after
the whisky trust. We have decided that
we mst fight the devil with fire; that is,
we must fight trusts and combinations
with trusts and combinations.”

WAR AGAINST FARMERS' STORES.

WHITE SLAVERY.

The Story Told by Seven Bohe-
mian Laborers.

DARK DOINGS IN LIBERTY'S HOME.

A Serew Loose in West Virginia, If Bome-
body Is Not Lylng—Proces iings That
Dstount the System in Flberls—The
Whip and Chain Used on the Laborers
on a Kallway—Labor Leaders In Peaon-
sylvania Arrested for Alloged Conspir-
aey—Strike at Pullman.

NEw Yous, March 4.—Seven Bohe
misns, who were sent from an employ-
ment ageucy in Greenwich street to labor
on the railroad near the Poeahontas conl
mines in West Virginia, huve written a
letter to a Boheminn newspaper in this
city that is & chapter from the bLlackest
records of slavery. They arrived with im-
migrants of several other nationalities at
Elkhorn, W, Va., in tho latter part of No-
vember under the impression that they
were to receive §1.20n day and an allow-
noce of $ o month for board, They
signed a paper which was not read to
them, but which bound them, they after-
ward fonnd out, to servitude.

Guarded Like Convicls,

“We were put on a train &t Norfolk
after our arrival from New York," the
letter rends, “and taken to Pocahontas.
After lenving the train we were told that
we would bave to travel one day on foot,
nud that we would have' to leave our
trunks behind, Tustead of traveling ons
day we traveledl three. The cold was se-
vere, nnd most of our own shoes gave ont,
#0 that we were almost barefooted. At
Pocahontus we were joinsd by two young
men, who vode on mules and were heavily
armed, The pgent earrvied a pistol in his
hand, What happened to us after we
regohed our destinatio s sodreadful that
it may seem incredible to yow. We are
helpless here, a8 we are watehed and
gunreded like prisoners. We did not get
our trunks antil & month after we got
here, and our bodies wers covered with
vermin.

Must Work, 11l or Well.

“The food ls always the same, bitter,
black coffes und bacon three times s day.
Whether a man is ill or not makes no dif-
ference to our masters, Ho must go to
work, and when not able to work bhe is
flogged until he is bluck and blue and told
that he bas signed the contract and must
abide by it. We have received no money,
and when we ask for it we are told that
we owo §15 for railrosd fare and §11 .or
board. At the store we are charged doulle
for what we get, so that some of us have
debts amounting to §5. Our labor is in
vain, hord as it is; we are hungry, and
our nights are sleepless because of the
cold and the dirt.

The Darbarous Punlshment.

“*We eat bronkfast at 5 in the morning
and go immodiately to onr work, which
lusts far intr the night. Two men tried
to escape on Jan. 18, One was a Russian
Jew and the other a Pole. They were
caught and bhrought back. For punish-
ment they were compelled to wude in
water up to their waists and draw large
boats after them.  After this their coats
were taken off and they ware whippod un-
til they begged on their knees for mercy.
At night they were chained together so
they could not eseapo. When we asked
about our tronks and veceived an nnsatis.
factory nnswer weo refused to work. We
were confropted with pistol sand told that
we would be shot, down liks dogs unless
we resumed work,

RAINEY APPEALS TO THE LAW,

Leaders of the Strikers in the Coke ke-
glon Pat Under Arrest,

The
strikers bave also camped closs to Rain-
ey's works, and deeclare their purpose to
provent any one going to work there
Master Workman Wise, Becretary - Mar-
tin, und many others were arrested yes-
terday and promptly gave bail for hear-
ings March 1

Ktrikers Indignant and Throstening.

The indictment charges the men with
committing unlawful acts, such as con
spiracy to tnke the lite of Thomas Linden
(pit boss ut Rainey’s Panll works), engag-
ing in riot, and committing assault apon
Linden and others, The indignation ot
the strikers nt the arest of theie leadors
knows no bounds, They are making
threats, and another outbreak is seriously
fearwd,  The strikers denounce the arrests
ns a conspitacy to rid the strike of its
lenders, Juage Acheson, of the United
States court, has granted an injunction
asked for by Rainey ngninst the Connells-
ville coke strikers, and wirning them that
if thelr depredations ars re the
United States marshal will be directed to
arrest all concerned.
