I am just as Independ-
ent hero as 1 was In Illinois, and 1 feel
that my family and I aro just as well
protected by tho laws of tho provlnco
as wo wore In our old homo In Illinois.
What I earn hero is my own. I have
seven children and thoy tako their
places at school, In sports and at all
public gatherings the samo as tho
Canadian born.

Wheat
in 1915 yielded mo ovor CO bushels to
tho aero. That Is moro than I over
had In Iowa and yet tho land thero
costs four times nil much as It docs
here. The man who comos hero now
and buys land at $50 an aero or less
gets a bargain.
