Two
hundred head of cattle wading in
the headwaters of Ashland, with
their filth, constituted @ (remend-
ous menace. The matier should be
looked into by the proper sulhorities
and if found to be true drastic action
should be taken at once.

Benides the danger of disease urls-
{ng from filth in the wuter shed the
graging of stock will soon result in
denuding the ground of grass and
follage thus diminishing the ability
of the soll to conserve waters dur-
Ing the dry season.
