VIL.—How Plants Are Propagated

N order to continne to ralse
from year to year we must propa-
gate the plauts In some way.
There are two principnl ways of

dolng this—by seeds and Ly divisions
of the plant itself. The most tmpors
tant of these 18 by seeds, as It Is In
this way that most of the ondinary
| farm crops are multiplled.

I order to understand this process
weé must first learn how the seads are
formed. The tassel of the corn Is the
male flower and (he silk the female,
Some plants, such as certaln varieties
of siriwlherries, have only femnle
flowers and must be planted In nlter-
uite rows with varieties which have

both 4inds or vlossoms. In other

plints the male and female flowers
are combined In oue. This is the case

with the apple and many other fruits.
| In the apple the stamens, or wmale
parts, grow In a ring around the pletil,
or female part, which Is in the center
of the flower. The top of a stamen,
which ls expanded, 18 colled the an-
ther, This contalns a yellow duost,
the pollen.

This I8 one of nature’s methods of
making reproduction more certain,

In flowers like the apple the pollen
may sometimes fall directly on the

stigma o the same flower, More often. |
however, the stamen nud pistils ripen |

at different times, The object of this
Is to prevent self fertillzation, which, if
long coutinned, will weaken the vitall
ty of the coming generatlons. Cross
pollinntion—that I8, the fertilization of
the ovule of one flower by the pollen
from snother plant—unites the strengih
of both parents aod produces larger, |
hardler seed.

This hus been proved by many exper-
iments. 1If the tassels are pulled from
a row of corn before they have time to
shed thelr pollen, the sllks must neces-
sarily Le fertilized by pollen from oth-
| er stalks, The cross polllnation will
| cpuse the detusseled rows to produce
heavier and larger ears. If this proe-
ess 18 continned from year to yeur the
vielding power of thut particular strain
will be eonsiderably increased.

Iu such plants us corn the wind cur-
rles the pollen for rods in every direc-
tion. The air in the cornfield iz so
filled with the yellow dust that there is
peldom any donger that the sllks will
fail o cateh more than plenty to fer-
tilize ench of the many ovules that are
to form the future kernels.

There are a number of insects that
damage seed graln by burrowing Into
the germ, If the seed room I8 tight,
they may be killed by fumigating with |
carbon disulphide nsed at the rate of o
pound to each thousand cuble feer of
space, Place this In an opeu dish on
clogse the roowm us
tightly as possible, and In a few hours
the insects will be exterminated. Care.
should be taken not to go near the

This same treatment is ultm
fatnl to rats and mice, unjess they
lve somwe way of escaping from the
rwm.
