Small Chance Congress Will Reform
Currency

Washington, Dee. 16.—It can be
ttited on the highest asuthority that it
the subcommittee of the house commit-
tee on banking and currency now deal-
ing with the subject can have ita way
oo effort will be made by the present
congrege to adopt legiklation remedial
of the present financial condition. All
the energies of thab committee will be
directed toward the [raming and pass-
age of laws more general in character
and which will be intended to preclude
shrinkage of the cirenlation, entailing
widespread financial distress.

The subcoramittee held a foor hours'
conference today with its chairman,
Representative Fowler, of New Jereay,
at which the bill which the sobeom-
mitiee has underiaken to draft was
earnestly disenssed, but no decision as
to its précise charscter pnd scope was
reached. It is not likely the subcom-
mitiee will be ready to report on the
bill until alter the holidays. Men high
in the world of finance will be given an
opportunity to appear belore the com-
mitbee to present their views on the
proposed measure,

Much time will be spent in both the
honse and sennte in considering the bill
when reported, and it is the hope of
the members of the banking committes
that the finances of the country will
have po adjusted themselves by that
time that there will be no necsesity for
legislation looking to the correction of
present conditions.

WOMEN IN TERROR.

Afraid for Their Lives Until Troops
Arrived in Golafield.

Goldfield, Nev., Dee. 16.—Dalega-
tions from the Woman's club, of Gold-

RATE CASE HEARING.

Lumbermen Tell Troubles to Inter-
state Commission.

Washington, Dec. 13.—Two Oregon
millmen yesterdsy testified before the
Interstate Commerce commission that
when it was rumored that the rate on
Pacific coast lumber was to be advanced
they saw R. B. Miller, general freight
agent of the O. R, & N, and told him
the Inerease. would drive them out of
Denver, Kansgas City and Chieago terri-
tory, Mr. Miller is reported to have
replied that the new rates were experi-
mental, and If the trade wonld stand
them they wonld be maintained, bub il
not eatisfactory, the rates would be re-
gtored to the old figures. It was his
opinion a8 well as Mr, Harriman's,
that lumbermen were extremely pros-
perous, and that their large contracts
justified the raise.

Later, when the snbject was broached
to James J. Hill by the Puoget sound
millmen, Mr. Hill lost his temper and
retorted that, while many mills had
been driven to bankruptey already,
still others wonld be wiped out before
the commiseion could dispose of this
case,

““Wa are going to give yon people ont
there s chanee to cool your heels,’” he
declared as he turned away.

Mr. Hill, Howard Elliott, J. C.
Stubbg, J. M. Hannaford and many
other railrond men will be pliced on
the stand before the hearing cloges.

WORK IS RESUMED.

No Trouble at Goldfield When Non-
union Men Take Charge.
Goldfield, Nev., Dee. 13,—The first
day of the attempt to re-open the mines
of Goldfield without the ald of the
Western Federation of Miners has
passed, and there has not been o single
instance of attempted violence or dis-
order in the camp. Unarmed pickete
of the Goldfield miners union have ap-
prosched as close to the ecene of the
operations as the armed guarde of the
Mineowners' association would permit
and have succeeded in inducing some of
those who had signed the agreement to
return to work, to violate that agree-
ment and leave the mines.
It was stated last night that the lead.-
ers of the strike have secured what evi-
dence they want to prosecute some of
the mining operators under a statute of
the state of Nevads, which makes it a
crime punishable by a fine of not lese
than $50 or more than $300, or impris-
onment for not less than 20 nor more
than 150 days, or both, to require an
employe to promise or agree not to be-
coms & member or remain & member of
any labor organization. Arrests may
be expected at any time, it is stated by
some, while othersa characterize the
whole report of probable arrest as a
bluff,

MEET IN DENVER.

National Democratic Convention Is
Called for July 7, 1908,
Washington, Dee. 13.—After decid-
ing to hold &he next Demoratic na-
tional convention at Denver, and fixing
the date ol the meeting for July 7,
1608, the Demoratic National cornmit-

tee late yeeterday entered upon a spir-
ited debate on the propriety of sceept-
ing more of the $100,000, offered by
Denver for the convention than is act-
ually needed to pay the convention ax-
penses in that city, The opposition to
the acceptance of the vontributicn took
the form of a resolution by Represent-
ative Clayton, of Alubama, declining
money not actually needed for the con-
vention, but after a long debate the
resolution was laid on' the table by a
vote of 31 to 14.

Mr. Clayton, Representative John
Sharp Williams, of Mississippi, and
Governor Hoke Smith, of Georgis, all
spoke in favor of the pussage of the
resolution.

Mr. Taggart advocated the acceptance
of the $100,000, saying it would be
needed now even worse than it was
needed in 1004, and that at that time
it would have been practically impossi-
ble to open headquarters for Judge
Parker if the committee had not had
the extra money seonred from St.
Louis, where the convention was held.

Hill Give Canadlans Better Rate
Than Americans,

BENEFIT OF WINNIPEG MARKET

One Lumberman Says Trust Controls
All of the Northern Pacific,
Land Grant Timber.

——

Washington, Dee. 14.—Washington

Jumbermen who sppeared a8 witnesses
yesterday before the Interstate Com-
merce commiseion, took particular
paine to ““rub it in’’ on James J. Hill,
because of hia threat to drive more
lnmbermen into bankraptey, One wit-
nesa brought out the fact that, whila
the railroads assert that the old rate on
lumber from Puget Bound to Chicago,
Denver and Kansae City was not com-
pensatory, the Great Northern is today
londing lumber at Vancouver, bringing
it to Puget Sound, thence Hast throngh
the United States and back to Canada,
landing it at Winnipeg and more dis-
tant points, for 40 cents, the rate fer-
merly in force on Puget Bound lumber
shipped an equal distance in the Unit-
ed Btates. Another witnees recalled
Mr. Hill's assurance given Washington
lnmbermen at & banquet some time ago
to the eftect that hie roads would never
impose a rate on lumber that would be
injurious to the milling industry of the
Northwest.

The Oregon men closed their testi-
mony by sabmitting further compari-
sona of lumber rates from the Bouth
and from the West to Chieago and
Kansas City. Beveral witnesses testi-
fied a8 to the technical cage of the Ore-
gon and Washington Jumbermen, ac-
cording to the amount of outputof
their companier, the points of destina.
tion of thelr product and the prices
paid for it, The rates which the Ore-
gon and Washington lumber producere
were forced to pay were offerbd in testi-
mony and the assertion was made that
these rates were such as to compel the
producers of lomber in the Pacific
Northwest to close their mills, Wit~
nesses bostified that they were upable
to place their product on the market
East of the Rocky mounatine at a pro-
fit, and that they could not depend up-
on tke local market in their territory
to provide such & market as would en-
able them to maintain their basiness.

The line of cross examination indi-
cated the purpose of the railroads to
show that the rater were not exorbi-
tant, bat really were fair and equitable
compared with the rates given produc-
ere of manufactured lnmber in the yel-
low pine districta.

W. C. Miles, president of the Bonth-
western Washington Lumbermen’s as-
sociation, testified that 90 per cent of
the mills in his section of the state had
cloged since it became known' the lum-
ber rate wns to be advanced, and those
mills now have on hand 70,000,000 feet
of lumber, for which there is no mark-
et.
