OREGON'S NEW HEALTH LAW

Births and Deaths Must Be Reported
to City or County Health Officer.

Every birth now must be report-
ed (o the city or county health
officer, A fine of $10 to $100 is
imposed on physicians or mid- wives
who fail so to do. 1In order Lo bury
the dead, a proper certificate of
death is required by law. A similar
fine is imposed for neglect to ob
serve this regulation,  All cases of
death must be reported to the
health officer within 48 hours. &o
must all cases of infectious disease,
The regulations are the enacted
law of the late legislature, and they
go into effect now becanse it was
not until this week that the blanks
for physicians, undertakers, health
officers and others were received.
The necessary blanks are now in
the hands of County Judge Sibley,
and can be secured on application.
The section of the law covering the
above cases is as follows:

physician, midwife, or head of a
family, under whose charge any
birth occurs, to report the same to
the county or city health officer (as
the case may be) before the last
day of the month in which said
birth oceurs.

FALLS CITY, OREGON.
The Bryan-Lucas Lumber Com-
pany, of Falls City, was incorporat-
ed early in 1902, They have a
mill in the timber four miles from
Falls City, cutting about &0,000
feet per day. A flame has been
built from the mill to the railroad
and at the end of the flume a most
complete planing mill, re-sawing
plant and dry kiln, shingle and
lath mill have been erected. The
clears are sawn into cants and
floated down the Aume, which has
a capacity of 30,000 feet per hour,
and are then cut up, dried, planed
and shipped. The company own
65,000,000 feet of timber, mostly
goft yellow fir., Mr. Bryan says
that this timber has cut 100,000
feet to the acre, on the average, this
year.
The Coast Range Lumber Com-
pany, of Falle City, have been
cutting for market since the com-
pletion of the railroad. They have
perhaps the largest sawmill on the
west side of the Willamette south
of Portland. Theengineand boiler
are of 260 horse-power.
