The facts ax set
forth by The Observer lnst Friday, In
which the records were quoted ns (0
the funds In question, cauysed Mr, Sib-
ley to hecome Interested In ascertuln-
Ing whether the allegations contuined
in the petitiona are accurnte, or
whether misrepresentations had been
designedly mode for the purpose of
deceiving the tax-payers to advance
the Intsrests of indlyldunls who are
responsible for the undertoking to re-
place the present county judge and
the two commissloners.

According to the records, and also
according to stutements made by both
Judge Teal and the commissioners,
the charge made by the Instigat-
ors of the feonll ns reguards county
rond finunces are at yaripnce with the
facts, but the prosecutor purposes in-
vestigating for himsalf, and If he finds
the potitions faulty to any considers
nhle degree he will present the case
to the grand jury for Ita further con-
elderation. ~ The law holds, in such
cases, that untrue allegntions are ma-
liciously made, and provides a severs
ponnlty for thoss responsible in the
premises, Mr, Bibley has deived deep-
Iy enough Into the majter to know
that the Ngures presented are ut loast
misleading, nnd also the sum of mon-
ey remaining In the road fund la don-
siderably In excess of the amount glv-
en in the petition.

Durlng the poast severnl days the
petitions have had rather hard sled-
ding, the fgures na presonted by The
Otwgorver, which werps taken from the
records, having put a different phase
upon the matter, It ke not Improb-
nhie, however, that the petitlona will
have a suMelent number of signers
to make the vecull election possibile,
but thjs Iatest mova by the districk at-
tornely, M have the effect of dampan-
Ing o MAdGe of many whoe would
have t W@italp of the three county of«
ficiale. A considernble number of the
petitions sent to diferent paris of the
county have been returned to Judge
Teal, and some to the commissioners,
with the statement that those to
whom they were forwarded did not
intend to porticipate In the move-
ment. Others who had secured a
numbér of signatures hove destroyed
the petitions after hoving become sai-
tsfled that the movement wis started
from . purely personal motives.

Those who are promoting the un-
dertaking appear to be gatisfled with
the munner In which the recall s
belng received In wvarious parts of
the county. and aver that tt will be
only & matter of a short time befor
the requlted number of slgnitures
will be secured. Signaturer are more
ensily obtalned In some purts of the
county than in others, which might
have been expected. inusmuch as
those are disgruntied over divers and
sundry things sought for thelr respoec-
tive lecalltles and not fortheoming
for reasona best known to the govern-
Ing body will naturally wish the suc

vigslon of snid ecocunty surveyvor.” In
case the resignation of Mr. Finn Is
accepted by the court It must, there-
! fore, forthwith appoint another road-
master or permit the work to go for-
ward under the supevision of the sur-
veyor, And Inasmuch as the court
deems the county surveyor incompe-
tent to perform the duties for which
he was ¢lected, and for the further

MAYOR NOT SUPPORTED

KIRKPATRICK'S WATER WORKS
RESOLUTION DEFEATED.

Chief Execuilve Contends That By Ad-
mitting Gotes Owns Plant Means
Loss to Clty amd People.

Holding thut the water works plant
wits In Jeopardy under the present
proceeding in the elroult court. and
wlse thut the city uttorney’s unswer
filed in the action brought by Mr,
Gater agninst the Rallroad commls-
gien to determine the ownership of
the system was without authorlty and
detrimental to the Interests of the
municipality, Mavor Kirkpatrick last
night introduced o resolution before
the councll to define the position of
the city In the sult, but the aldermen
voted it down 6 to 2. The vofe was
taken on the resolution after, the ques-
tion had been discussed st consider-
able length, Mr. Willer Tooxe speak-
Ing for the mayor. During the argu-
ments, chiefly betwoeen the chief ex-
voutive and Clty Atiorney Ed. Cond,
there were some hented words, the
Intter frankly telling the mayor that
he consldeéred the resolution an in-
gult to his Intelligence, which Invoked
the reply from hiszoner that when a
man gets hold of a lttle office he
wants to run everything. The mayor
heid that It was the right of the coun-
ell to give directions ae to the action
to be tuken In the sult now pending,
and that the city attorney had pro-
cectled to file his answer without pre-
viously consulting his superiors in the
mattor, Mr. Coad pleaded ignorance
regarding the councll's desire to direct
hig legnl steps, Wesatover and Young
voted with the mayor, while Knlight,
Miller, Bweeney, Barber and Card vot-
ed against him. The sallent polnts
of the resolution follow:
