declares unconstitutional, the old
Iaw which menaces baseball. Judge
Gantenbein's two declslons declared
the law unconsfitutional becauss It
réfers to Bunday as “Lord's day.”
This constitutes religlous legialation,
the judge sald, and Is contrary to the
constitntion of the United States.
Judge Gantenbeln's declalon will ap-
ply only to this county and will not
prevent the enforcement of the clos-
ing law in ‘tho rest of the state,
