GERMANS occupy

FRENCH POSITIONS

Paris, May 19. By an lofantry
attack In whWh two new divisions
took the lead, the Germans during the
night occupied a French work south
of Hill 287, It was officially admit-

ted today. Otherwise the Germans
were repulsed In attempting to throw
the French from Avocourt wood,
northwest of Verdun.

The infantry lighting was preceded
by terrific artillery battling. When
the German charge started both the
Teuton wings were abruptly baited
and the attackers gained only In the
center, where French works were oc-

cupied, the statement said. The
French retained the German fort In

the Verdun region which wss rap-

tured by them yesterday.
In the Argonne forest a German as-

sault near St. Hubert was stopped.
Two German aeroplanes were shot
down. French defenses In the Vosgea
district, at Gerardmer, were shelled
heavily.

SUNDRY CIVIL BILL

op mmrn
Washington, May 19. Carrying a

total appropriation of $127,237,231,
the sundry civil bill was reported to
the house today. It authorizes the
expenditure of $4,535,000 tor the
Panama canal, as follows:

Scacoast batteries, 1400.000;
twelve-Inc- h mortars, $120,000; am-

munition, $160,000; Installation of
seacoast cannon, $68,000; submarine
mines, $240,000 and barracks and
other buildings, ,$2,000,000.

For armories and arsenals a total
of '$4,470,625 Is appropriated. Halt
a million dollars Is allowed for in-

creased facilities at'the Rock Island
arsenal and the war department Is

authorized to contract for an addi-

tional outlay of three-quarte- of a,

million dollars for the manufacture
of field artillery there.

For construction of military bar-

racks at Hawaii, $1,227,000 is al-

lowed. The government railroad now
building In Alaska gets $6,247,000
and the federal trade commission re-

ceives $446,080.
Sundry appropriations are made

for nontofflce sites and the commence-

ment and continuation of federal
buildings and the purchase of equip-

ment. Portland, Ore., gets $425,-00- 0;

Roseburg, $40,000; Tacoma,
$22,000; Vancouver, $55,000; Los
Angeles, $4,000; Stockton, $1,000
and Willows, Cel., $35,000.

The reclamation service receives
$9,800,000; for continuing construc-
tion and operation of the Panama
canal $16,800,000 Is apportioned.

The Interstate commerce commis-
sion gets $540,000, the bureau of
mines $966,000, public buildings
committees $90,000.
