It Is not that the hawk, In secking
n home site, by cholce plcks a dead
tree In which to bulld Its aest of twigs
and things; on the contrary, It Inva-
riably seclects a live one, ' The dead
tree I8 the effect, not the couse of the

hawit's preference.

Hawks of the kind consldered here
live excluslvely on fish, Fish are
olly, and so It follows that after a
few thousand have been dissected and
enten In a nest the tree Inhabited by
a bawk family becomes discournged
and abandons the struggle,

After hawks have used a lofty
! bough as a dining room for two or
three yenrs a tree becomes so grensy
that leaves find it Impossible to hold
on. The oll slowly makes its way to
the roots, covering them and making
the nbsorbing of water from the earth
out of the question. Deprived of oxy-
gen, having no lenves through which
to breathe it in, and of water, because
Its roots are grensed like o Labor day
pig, the tree gets discouraged and
glves up the fight.
