THE ONE MAN POWER. 

It is amusing sometimes for 
who are settled in the west to listen to 
the chat of the new-comer from the 
east, who knows so much that western 
men do not know, that they have to tell 
it all. One New Yorker that repre­
sents us at Bismarck as "'the governor" 
even has to show off when ho gets to 
Washington how much better a poli­
tician he is than the average Dakotaian. 
Ho visits the president so that he can 
give advice as to the distribution of 
patronage in1 the territory. If he 
makes any blunders iu his advico as he 
has made in his own appointments 
there will probably be a regular break­
up among the democrats of the terri­
tory. No man ever had a better 
chance of cementing the broken-up 
democracy than Gov. Church. What 
has he done to preserve the party 
organizations of the territory? Ab­
solutely nothing. Outsiders are said to 
have carried off the prizes. Now he 
wishes the people to understand that 
his recommendations will be almost 
absolute.
