ancestress upon the potsherd was commun­
icated to me by my father on his death­
bed, ana took a strong hold up n my imag­
ination. when I was only niujiceu years 
of age I determined—as, to his misfortune, 
did one of our ancestors about the timo of 
Elizabeth—to Investigate tho truth. Into 
all that befell me I can not enter now. 
But this I saw with my own eyes. On the 
the coast of Africa, in a hitherto unexplor­
ed region, some distance to the nortn of 
where the Zambesi falls into the sea, there 
Is a headland, at the extremity of which 
a peak towers up, shaped like the head of a 
negro, similar to that of which the writing 
speaks.

Aa for myself; I said nothing; my first 
Idea being that my poor friend, being de­
mented, had composed the whole tiling, 
though it scarcely seemed likely that such 
a story could have been invented by any­
body. It was too original. To solve my 
doubts I took up the potsherd and com­
menced to read the close uuical Greek 
writing cn it, and beautiful Greek it ts to 
have been written by on Egyptian born. 
The translation was, as I discovered on 
further investigations, both accurate and 
elegant 

Besides the untcal writing on the convex 
side of tho sherd, at the top, painted in 
dull red, on what had once been the lip of 
the amphora, was the cartouche already 
mentioned as being on the scarabacus, 
which we had also found In the casket, 
The hieroglyphics, or symbols, however, 
were reversed, just as though they had 
been pressed on wax. Whether this was 
the cartouche of the original KalUkrates, 
or of some Prince or Pharaoh from whom 
his wife Amenartas was descended, I am 
not sure, nor can I tell if it was drawn upon 
the sherd at the same timo that the unicol 
Greek was described, or coplcd on more 
recently from the scarab by some other 
member of the family. Nor was tills all. 
At the foot of the writing, painted in tha 
same dull red, was the outline of a some­
what rude drawing of a sphinx wearing 
two feathers, symbols of majesty, which, 
though common enough upon the efllgles 
of sacred bulls and gods, I have never be­
fore met with on a sphinx. 

On the right-hand sido of this snrfaca of 
the sherd, painted obliquely In bright red 
on the space not covered by the unlcal, and 
signed in blue paint, was the following 
quaint inscription; 

IN EAKT1I AXD SKIE AMI SEA 

STRAXGE TIIYXGES TIIF.Il DR. 
•00 FECIT 

DOROTHEA VIJfCEY. 
Perfectly bewildered, I turned the relle 

over. It was covered from top to bottom 
with notes and signatures In Greek, Latin, 
and English. The first in unlcal Greek 
was by Tisisthenes, the son to whom tho 
writing was addressed, it was: "I can not 
go. To tliec, my son KalUkrates." 

This Kallikrates (probably, in the Greek 
,fashion, so named alter his grandfather) 
evidently made some attempt to start on 
the quest, for his entry, written in very 
faint and almost illegible unlcal, is: "I 
started to seek, but tho gods were against 
me. To thee, my son." 

Between these two ancient writings, the 
second * which was inscribed upside 
down—that, had it not been for the trans-
script of them executed by Vlncey, I should 
not liavo been able to read, since, owing to 
their having been written on that portion 
of the tile which had, intliecoursoof ages, 
undergone the most handling, they wore 
nearly worn out—was tho bold, modern 
signature of one Lionel Vlncey, "iEtatesuo 
17," which was written thereon, I think, 
by Leo's grandfather. To the right of this 
were the initials "J. B. V.," and below 
came a variety of Greek signatures, in unl­
cal and cursive clinracter, and what ap­
peared to bo some repetitions of tho sent­
ence "to thee, my son," showing thnt the 
relic has been passed on from generation 
to generation. 

The next legible thing after the Greek 
signatures was the word "ROMAE,- A. D. C.," 
showing that tho family had now migrated 
to Rome. Unfortunately, however, the 
data of their settlement there is forever 
lost, for just where it had been placed a 
piece of tho potsherd is broken away. 

Then followed a dozen or more of Latin 
algnatures, jotted abcut here and there, 
wherever there was & space upon the tile 
suitable to their inscription. These signa­
tures vreio, almost without exception, end-

with the name "Vindex," or "the Aven­
ger," which seems to have been adopted by 
the family after its migration to Rome as 
a kind of equivalent to the Grecian "Tisis­
thenes," which also means an avenger. 
Ultimately, of course, this Latin cognomen 
of Vindex was transformed, first into De 
Vincey and then iutp tho plain .modern 
Viucey. it is very curious to observe how 
the idea of revenge, inspired by an Egyp­
tian before the time of Christ, Is thus, as 
it were, embalmed in an English family 
name. 

A few of tho Roman names Inscribed 
upon the sherd I have actually since found 
mentioned iu history and other records. 
They we.re, If I remember right,

the last being, of course, that of a Roman 
lady. After the ltomau names there is 
evidently a gap of very many centuries. 
Nobody will ever know now what was the 
history of the relic during those dark ages,
