We herewith publish the new game 
law for the benefit,  of our sporting fra­
ternity: 0rou.se and prairie chickens 
can only be killed during the mouths 
of September. October, November and 
December, and geese, brandt, ducks, 
snipe, curlew and plover can be legally 
slaughtered only bet ween Sept. 1st and 
May 15lh. It is unlawful to kill any 
song bird at any time. The new law 
imposes a tine upon expre-s companies 
having in their posse.-sion for trans­
portation cut. of tlu> territory any of 
the above named birds, or the carcass 
of any deer, elk or buffalo, and the 
shipment of any birds is limited to 
points within the territory in quantities 
of not over a dozen, shipper to provide 
an afhdavit that thev are not to be sold, 
giving name and addrc.-s. It.  is un­
lawful to kill or trap quail in Dakota 
for two years. It.  is unlawful to kill 
buffalo, elk, dtcr, antelope or mountain 
sheep ucl.ween Septembei 1st and 
January 1st of each year.
