bad  vow a rowire of executive
clemeney, He did not Jnow that a
promise bhad been made till he was on
the way 10 Sfoux City after making his con
fesston,  The cross.examination went over
thiesvhole field of Lesvitt’s mcyements after
leaving 8 oux City, of his arrcst, of his con-
fegsion and of bis return to Sioux City, and
in {ts coursc there were many pasiages between
connsel on minor points, The state objected
to the Introduction of a part of the Culcago
confeszlon, but ruled that the whole of it
might, Leavitt denfed that he had uttered
thrests againet Dr. Haddock and others en-
gaged In prosscuting the saloons, and also
that cnthe day or evening  of the murder he
had tricd to bercow a revolver.

Lands tobe Alioted.

Baxcrorr, Neb., Bept.c12.—~Miss Alice
Fletcher who was appointed by the interior
department to allot the lands on the Omaha
aud Winnebago rescrvation tothe the Indians,
Is at the Winnebago agency, muking prepar-
atlens to begin locating the Indians about
the 1st of October,

The allotments wi'l be made as follows:
Each Indian under elghteen years, 40 acres;
each over eightcen and unmarried, 80 acies;
each head of a family, whetber widow or wid-
ower, 160 acras, After all the Indians have rc-
celved their lands In severallly there wliil
remain about 8,000 acres for the white man,

Col, J. F. Warner, Indian agent ¢f these
reservatione, statcs that these 8,000 acres
would consist of the poorlandson the hiil
tops and a portion of timber along the Mis-
sourl. It was hoped all the western portions
would b2 opened to white settlers as it {s not
Iikely that the Indians will ¢ver use the one-
hundreth part alloted them,

The International Distillery.

Special Telegram to the Bee.—-The
supreme court has filed its opinion in
the case brought to permanently en-
juin the International distillery of Des
Moines as a nuisance for alleged viola-
tion of the prohibitory law. It sustaing
the injunction decree of the lower
court. The majority opinion, written
by Judge Beck, receives the assent of
Justices Adaws and Rothrock., A dis-
senting opinion, written by Justice
Seevers, receives the approval of Justice

Reed.  Suit was brought last spring to
bave the distillery enjoined from man-
ufacturing alcohcl on proof epirits, on
the ground that the prohibitory luw
which forbade tle manufacture and
sile of liquor, applied to it the same as
to the brewery or saloon. The owner
of the distillery, Mr. Geo. W. KKidd, of
New York, resisted the suit on the
ground that his manufacture wus en-
tirely for export without the state, and
that no portion of his goods wus sold
in fowa. He had sccured the advice
of eminent counsel in New York be-
fore building the distillery here, und
had been assurved that, as hie was man-
ufacturing for export only, his plant
could not be interfered with by the
state law,  The district court granted
i temporary injunction, suspending its
ellect for a few weeks to cnable the dis-
tillery to close up its afiiiirs, and then
made the injunction permanent.

The easc was appealed to the su-
preme court, the defendant holding
that the provisions of thoe prohibitory
law applied only 4o manufacture and
sale within tha state and that to inter-
fere with & business eavried on with cit-
zens of other states would be an inter-
ference with commeree which congress
ulene has tie power to regulate. D
majority opinion holds that the right
of the state to prohibit the manufacture
uf aleoholis absolute and that itapplies
to the distillery whatever may bo th
ultimate destination of the product, It
holds that it does not interfere with
inter-state commerce, beeause it simply
prevents the manufacture of an avticle,
before it beeomes a subject for trans-
portation. It holds that if it is against
pubiic policy that liquor be manuinc-
turcd and sold in Iowa, then this state
has no right to permit its manufacture
for sule iu other states.

The minority opinion, written by
Justice S:evers, coneludes as follows:
Inmy judgment the plain and only
meaning of the stitne is that the sale
in this state ard the manufucture for
sulo and use in this state of intoxieat-
ing liquors for unlawful purposes are
alone prohibited, and that the statute
dors not undertake to say what may be
denc with the liquor in tnother siate.
If it did'so & question would be pre-
sented as to the validity of the ctatuie.
‘Thercfore, the right to sell and trans-
port liquor from the state exists simply
beeause it 18 not prohibited. In my
opinion the construction of the statute
adopted by the majority makes aconflict
between it and the constitution of the
United States,and thercfore the fifth par
1zraph of the foregoing opinion is uxn-
sound. As long as intoxicating liquors
and' corn arc regurded as property
the right to transport either out of the
state exists, although the avowed use
of the corn so shipped is the manufie-
ture of such liquors in another state. I
also desire to reserve to myselt the
right hereafter to determine the extent
of police power inherent in the state.
As an individual I cordially assent to
all that is said in the opinion of the
mujority as tu the evils of intemper-
ance, but I have doubts as to its mute-
riality in the determination of this con-
troversy.

One Kind of Lovelock.

“/Chain bracelets are very fashiora-
ble now for girls engaged to be mar-
ried,” said o jeweler to a reporter for
the New York Mail and Express re-
cently.

The big conspicuous diamond ring is
not so easily hidden. Some of the
chain bracelets are of beaten gold und
others of nugget gold. Some aremade
as a simple chain, while in others the
links are beautifully engraved. Some
have diamonds and other precious
stones set in the links.

«We made a very novel bracelet re-
cently, It was an acrostic ornament,
if one may use that term. It was a
chain with a padlock, but the middle
seven links were nuggets with precious
stones in each one. The first letter of
the stonesread: ¢D.E. A. R. E. 8, 1.
and tho stones were placed in the order:
Diamomnd, emerald, amethist, raby,
emerald, sapphire, topaz. This brace-
let cost $250 and was one of the hand-
somest I have cver seen.”

‘A PITHOLE LEGEND.

The Well in Which J. Wilkes Booth
Once Held an Interest--Destroyed by
a Big Gas Explosion.
It is not gencrally known that J.
Wilkes Booth, the assasin of President
Lincoln, was at one time an oll pro-
ducer, yet such 1s the fact, and the old
timers relato a singular coincidence of
that time. Booth'svisit to that section
of the country in 1864 18 well known,
and a glass from the window of the
McHenry house, at Meadville, on which
he had written his name with one of
his diamonds while stopping there, is
preserved in Philndelphia. At the time
of his visit the oil regions were in the
highest stage of excitement, and, in
fact, the whole country had gone daft
and was inoil. Hundreds of oil com-

panies had' just sprung into life, and
their shares were being eagerly taken
at par, whether the figure was $100 or
fifty cents per share. Some of them
were bona fide stock companies, re-
presenting  valuable property, and
dozens of them were swindles, the
shares not being wortn the fine litho-
graphic work on the certificates,
Millions of dollars were invested by
the people of Philadelphia, New York,
Boston, Baltimore and everywhero else
in oil stock, and millions were never
secn again by speculators who were in
such Lnste to get rich that they never
paused to examine iato the truth or
falsity of the claims presented to them,
Anything with oil or petroleum in the
name of it wis good enough [or an in-
vestment in those days, though a great
many people have never recovered
from the shock which followed this
unreasuning fover of speculation, and
still look with suspicions upon any-
thing and everything connected with

e petroleum business, even to tte

ersons legitimately engaged in it.

But Booth’s investinent was in none
of these wildeat companies. He bought
a thirteznth iaterest in the famous
Homestead well at Pithole and paid
therefore $15,000 cash. The Home-
stend was o great well in its day
and produced a considerable quan-
tily of crude petrolenm and corre-
sponding wealth for its owners, with
oil sclling at $4 to &5 at the well
Booth did not retuain 2is interest long.
however, but sold to Jo Simonds, at
oresent & well-known eitizen of Brad-
ford, who made some moncy out of the
production. The Homestead flonted a
llag when the gled tidings of the end-
ing of the war were telegraphed to
Pithote, but that llag was never low-
ered to half mast in mourning for the
martyred president. For the very night
that Lincoln was shot by J. Wilkes
Booth the Homestead well eaught fire
from o gas explosion, and when the
siad mews reached Pithola that wonder-
ful mushiroom city v 3 overhung by a
pall of black smoke ivom the bLurning
oil.  When the citizens of Oil City and
Titusyille went out the next morning
to hang crape about their dwellings
and places of business, they could sce
the black gillar standing against the
sky over Pithole.

True, Booth did not own any patit of
the well when it burned, nor for some
tume before, but the coincidence was
generally remarked and' the  supersti-
tious shook their heads and declared
the hand of Providence was in the af-
fare, ‘The flag, so proudly {lying to the
iireeze o few days hefore, was burned
with the well, and the half-musted,
bright ncw flags in the city, which
flaunted  their brilliant colors when
pezee wis assured were grimea by the
volumes of thick smoke from the well
in which the assissin had once owned
an interest, The incident, remarked
at the time, was soon lost sight of in
the wild excitement of the days, but
still lingersin the memory of many of
the pioneer oil men, andis occasionally
told by some forge fire in a derrick, or
by the gns fire in a stove ot some
saviideat” boarding-house to a group
of men who have made acquaintance
with oildom since those stirring days.

It was just after this time that the
late martyred  President Garfield
championed the eause of the oil pro-
ducers, and urged the abolishment of
the tax on crude petroleum, which he
declared was unjust and impolitic. As
an article of growing export he con-
tended that its production should be
encournged, and his pleadings were
effeetive in having the tax first re-
duced and then abolished altogether.
1t is related in this connection that at
the election in 1830 an aged, white-
haired man himped up to the polling
place in an oil region town, held aloft
his ticket, proposed three cheers for
Garfield in a tremulous voice, and
after cheering as lustily as he could,
deposited what he declared to the
crowil was tho first ballot, other than
Democratie, he had ever cast, and all
heeause of Garficld's cfiorts to have
the burdensome tax tiken off crude pe-
trolcum fifteen years before.

The change in the oil country in its
business methods and general con-
dition since 1865 has been as great and
complete as was the change in that
week from the manifestations of re-
joicing over the close of the war to
those of sorrow over the violent death
of the beloved Lincoln. Twenty-two
years ago oildom was o land of excite-
ment, hap-hazard and wild speculation.
It is now one of careful and proviaent
business calculation, and just at pre-
sent suffering from a dopression and
quict most completely in contrast with
tlic rush and reckless whirl of twenty
vears ago. ‘Theaggregate trausfers of
all property during the past three
montns would not equal the amount
the transfers of a single day at the
time Wilkes Booth mede his investment
in the Homestead well. If compared
with some particular days of that time
the past year would not reach an equal
smount. Yet the big wells of Pithole
were but poor rivals of the great
sansbers’ of tho Washington field to-
day.  The total investment of pro-
ducers in  the Washington field,
including the drilling of welis and pur-
chase of lands, has been less than $2,-
000,000. The total investments at Pit-
liole exceed $25,000,000. Washington
will produce mere than twice as much
oil as Pithole did, but the product will
sell for less than half as much money.
These figures deplete pretty clearly the
contrast between the present time and
the time when Wilkes Booth was an ofl
man. Perhaps they will convey to
the average mind the . differ-

Is the Great Wall of China a Myti:?

China,has published & pamphlet (*‘Par
is, Leroux"') on the great wall of Chins
to demonstrate that that this structure
does not exist and has never ulmd.:
The popular beliefis that this wall
stretches for about 800 leagues across
China, from the sea to the province of
Kansu, that it is constructed of ocut
stone, and thirty cubits high by twelve
broad. Itis believed to run straight
on regardless of otstacles, going down
valleys and up mountains, withouts
breuk, except such as time as made,
along its whole course. This notion
onginated with a Jesuit, named Mar-
tlnf who visited China about 1650, and
his description was followed by subse-
quent writers. Larrieu has lived
lived for several years under what
would have been the shadow of the
great wall, had there been one; he has
studied the writings of recent writers—
cspecially Abbe Huo—who have crossed
the line of the alleged wall in various:
places; he has likewise studied the
Chinese history of the subject, and has
conclusions as follows: (1) the term
“Great Wall” is at the bottom of all
misunderstanding, and it comes from

the Chinese expression ¢the wall
of the ten thousand 1i." (2) as de-
scribed by Martini and other

writers who have capiod him, this wall
does not and never did exist; (8) a
Chincse emperor undoubtedly did con-
ceive the idea of a great wall from the
Gulf ot Liao-Long on the east to Kansn
on the west, and this., though never
realized, hud s beginning; (4) all along
the proposed line of the wall square
towers of earth, or of earth faced with
brick, were constructed at considerable
distances from each other, but these
were never joined togethor by any wall
u8 was originally intended. Insvme
of the defiles along the route there are
walls, but theso were intended to close:
these particular passages, or they are
merely the walls or villages, and are
not part of a larger scheme® Hence
the only part of tho scheme of the
Great Wall carried out was the con-
struction of these ecattered towers; the
rest never went beyond the brain that
conceived it; it was never more than &
fancy, and it 18 nowgg myth. This
nuge Chinese wall, say®Aboe Larrieu,
is & huie Chinese lie, and as for the
million soldiers which were said to
cuard it night and day, they are myths
likewise. The alleged great wall is a
favorite excursion tor Europeans visit~
ing Pekin, and such a question as to
whether it exists at all or not should
be an casy one to settle definitely.—
London Times,

The Kitchen.
RECIPES,

Oil Your Boots and Shoes.—The effi-
cacy of oiling depends much upon the
way in which it is done. In the even-
ing brush the shoe clean and then
wash 1t with luke-warm water, rather
to moisten than to clean it. Setit
where it will dry slowly. It should
not be perfectly dry the next morning,
when the oil is applied, but feel damp,
not wet however. The bext mixture
for oiling shoes is mude of one-half of

genuine article-- one-third beef tallow
und one-sixth castor oil. Mix thor-
oughly over a gentle heat. Depend
upcn the rubbing rather than the heat
to get the oil in—to express it differ-
ently, two parts of rubbiag to one of
heat. If the shoes are pegged, as
farmers’ shoes usually are, aug always
should be, get the oil 1n well between
tha uppers and the sole; it will preven;
the gole pulling loose, or the leather
breaking away from the pegs. Shoes
wora at farm work should be oiled at
least once a week. It requires ozly a
few minutes to do the work and it is
decidedly profitabl labor.

To Remove Mildew.—Soak and wash

the spots in sour milk and you will
have no trouble in removing the same.

Two Remove Iron Dust—Place® a
bright tin, pour over a kettle steaming
with boiling water. Molsted the goods
with water and hold the iron-rust spots
closely to the tin and rub them with
oxalic acid. As soon as you see the
dust disappear, rinse in cold water to
remove the scid, as it tends to rot the
goods, but if the process is preformed
quickly there is no ganger of this.

To Remove Blood Stains.— Blood
stains can be removod from an article
that you do not care to wash by apply-
ing a thick paste, made of starch and
cold water. Placeinthe sun and rub eff
in a couple of hours. If thestain is not

entirely removcd repeatthe process and
it soon disappears.

To Remove Fruit Stains—Hold the
goods stained over a vessel in such a
way that pouring boiling water on the
opposite sido of the stain it will run
through the goods, and 1n a short time
the stain will be seen to disappear.

Some Uscful Knowledge.—To Re-
move Ink Stains.—Ink stains are very
easily removed if put immediately in
milk and elizhtly rubbed for s few
minutes. If allowed 10 dry they are

not so &asiiy removed but can be by &
aittle more effort.

Care of Sik.—Never use a brush; it
injnres the goods. Instead wipe care-
fully with a coft picce of velvet. Shake
the velvet occasionally and wipe be-
tween every plait if you would preserve
your garment and hayo it retain its new
ook.—Good Housekeeping, * '

To Wash Cotton Goods—To wash
cotton goods containing black figure,
pur boliing suds on the goods and let
thom stand fur a fow minutes. This
sets the color, and when neatly washed
und jroned, instead of a faded garment,

Ginghams and prints of various col-
or3 will hold their color better if wash-
ed in water thickened in flour starch.
Flour is very ol and will do the
work of soap, without injury to bright
colors, in one or two washings.
