Maturity of Ensilsge Comn.

John Gould says in the Pressthat the
maturiag of ensilage corn has bean car-
ricd to #ts farthest point in Ohio this
fall, and that not until September 28
was silo pitting fairly under way. This
give the foddsr & chance to mature
more fully than ever before. The ex-
pectation from this venture is that the
silage will prova snperior to any pro-
viously pitted. He noticed that many
of the eurs of corn hnd even passed the
cooking stuge and had become haurd
and even dented, and yet the stalk
maintained its dark and lusty green.
The value of such silage cannot be
doubted, whatever may have been
charged against the half grown, grain-
less fodder cut in Angust, which was
once considered proper practice. The
slower lilling zives the silage a chance
to settle, in which it is aided both by
its own weight and the heating, thelat-
ter appearing very helpful in the close
and solid massing of tha fodder to the
exclusion of air. This air exclusion
seems fo hes the- important point in
sweet silage making, and numerous are
the ways now deovised to socomplish
this, and avold the greater cost of stone
and cement silos. - This season the silo
en are all “ shortening up the cut of

the silage setiles fastcr and tukes on
heat more readily.. The more mature
the fodder the slower it develops heat,
nnd this tardiness is nearly overcomo
hy finer sliciog. ‘
