THEIR LEGALITY QUESTIONED. 
The Sioux Falls Argus-Leader claims 

that the laws of Dakota territory, 
which have been compiled by E. \V. 
Caldwell, ex-territonal nuditor, and 
Chas. HI Price, a llighmore lawyer, 
have been invalidated by reason of the 
delay in their publication. The law 
creating the office of law compilers and 
providing for the publication of the 
la ws, sav.s, chapter 8a. section 0: 

When the laws shall have been 
printed and are ready for distribution, 
which shall be within eight months 
from the passage and approval of this 
act, the governor shall issue his proc­
lamation announcing such fact and his 
acceptance of such compilation. 

The act was approved March 11th. 
1887; eight months from that dale 
brings the logal limit to November 11 th 
1887. No laws have been printed up 
to the present time. It is now a very 
serious^ question whether or not the 
laws will be invalidated and the whole 
code thrown out.

THE BIG SIOUX RESERVATION 
There are only two questions in the 

general politics of Dakota. One is the 
8tatehood ouestion and the other is the 
question of opening up the Big Sioux 
reservation. The latter is the larger 
question iu portions of Dakota, par­
ticularly in the Black Hills and in the 
country to the east of the Black Ilills 
on the Missouri river. 

Pierre did a great deal of work to 
influence the Forty-ninth congress to 
open the reservation, and will send a 
delegation of leading citizens to Wash­
ington this winter to work in the same 
behalf. The Black Hills country will 
also be represented there on the same 
bnsiMtt. These, and probably other 
delegatiohs, will co-operate to the full-
est extent possible with Delegate Gifford 
ia the work of getting the southern 
half of the great reservation open to 
railroads ana to settlement. 

The Chicago and Northwestern is 
halting at Pierre, and the Chicago, 
Milwaukee and St. Paul at Chamber­
lain and Running Water, awaiting tha 
action of congress- There is no doubt 
that these lines wouldbe extended west­
ward promptly upon the settlement 
of the reservation question, opening up 
a great country to settlement ana es' 
tapluhing valuable communication 
with the rich mineral regions and 6tock 
rtagea of the vrrtt.
