: Diphtheria From Cats. 

Cows aro susceptible to infection 
With human scarlet fever, and, in turn, 
the same disease, which in the cow is 
very mild, may bo aud has been com­
municated to human beings by means 
of milk. Epidemics of human scarlet 
fever have been caused in this way, 
and we arc told that in thirty years 
£43,000 deaths were caused by this dis-
easo in the United Kingdom, a large 
portion of them no doubt by infection 
from milk. 

It is now established by the expert-
cuts of Dr. George Turner of Lon­

don. that diphtheria can be had by 
cattlo and communicated by theme 
Five years ago there was brought to 
him a pigeon which was supposed to 
hare diud of strangle*; but dissection 
revealed in its windpipe a well marked 
membrane, just as one may see in the 
throat of a child who has died of croup. 
Other pigeons inoculated with this 
incmbrano had this disease. Three 
vears later in several epidemics of 
diphtheria, it was learned that the 
chickens, turkeys and pheasants were 

says Dr. Turner, "chickens and pig­
eons which had been iuoculated with 
diphtheritic membrane from a child's 
throat attacked by a disease which in 
ail respects resembled what I regard 
as natural fowl diphtheria.' 

In investigating. an epidemic of 
diphtheria in 1886, Dr. Turner learned 
that in a cottage where the first case 
occurred a kitten had previously suf­
fered from a throat disease ana had 
died of it Two cats had died in a vil­
lage store and the proprietor after­
ward had diphtheria. The evidence is 
ample, also, that horses have diph­
theria. 

Tiiere is no doubt that diphtheria, 
as well as scarletina is communicated 
from man to animals and from ani-
mals to men. Mankind is exposed to 
jrrent danger by reason of the ailmente 
of domestic animals. The pel cat or 
t»'e favorite dog or horse may be the 
menns of bringing disease and pcrhnps 
death into the house. It behooves 
parents to see that their children are 
not allowed to play with or be near 
any domestic animal that has any 
throat trouble or any appearance of 
disease.—Qood Housekeeping.
