We hardly
expected such a confession until after
the election.

Converts to the McKinley bill and
reciprocity increase from day to day.
The latest notable personage to ap-
proach the mourners’ lLench is Lord
Salisbury, England’s premier.

Senator Pettegrew on Friday intro-
duced a bill to amend an act extend-
ing the time to three years for the
Milwaukee railvond to bwld its line

across the Sioux reservation to the
Halls.

The history of political parties in
the United States cleavly shows that a
party, supported and kept up by an
oath bound, secret society, can never
attain any but the most transitory
BUCCESS.

The latest venture in newspupe: cii-
terprise that has reached our talle is
the Summit Signal, which hails from
the recently opened Sisseton reservi-
tion. The Signal is a bright news
sheet and we hope that it may receive
the support it merits.

After a most determined opposition
Cleveland has secured the Georgia del-
ecation. The alliance of Hill and
Crisp was powerless to withstand the
great populanty of Grover. The Chi-
cago convention will nominate Cleve-
land beyond the shadows of a doubt.

The independents accuse the demo-
‘crats of breaking their pledees. Buta
diteio matter like that will not prevent
those two parties from fusing wlen-
ever there is a chance fo gain office.
‘With some, principle -dc»s not count
for very much in those days; oflicial
iposition 15 much more desirable.

As time rolls by it appears probable

that the appropriations passed by the
*present session of congress will be a
.good many million doliars in excess of
those passed by the last congress. The
‘billion dollar congress will therefore
not receive much mention from demo-
cratic editors and stump speakers.

A hopeful sign for the future was
the meeting at Ann Arbor, Micii., last
week, of representatives from colleges
all over the country, fromm Maine to
California. These college men have
organized a national republican college
league that will do good work in edu-
cating the people during the coming
campaign.

As the time for the republican con-
vention approaches the enemies of
President  Harrison are redoubling
their efforts to prevent his re-nomina-
tion. Machine politicians however
have never been very successful in the
republican party and it is not likely
that they will have much weight in the
Minneapolis convention,  Delegates
will not dare to set at defiance the
wishes of their constituents.

The Ruralist announces Rey. Wm.
McCready, of Hermosa, as an indepen-
dent candidate for congress, but the
reverend gentleman isn't sure yet
whether he will be a candidate or not.
The confidence that the independents
had two years ago in their being able
to sweep the state seems to have been
svasted, and it will take men of con-
siderable self assurance to accept any
nomination from that party.

The farmers alliance all over the
country 15 opposed to Cleveland on ac-
count of his views regarding free sil-
ver. Yet membersof the alliance in
the north should not lose sight of the
fact that the South Carolina state dem-
ocralic convention, which was practic-
ally controlled by the alliance, pledged
support to the democratic nominee, no
matter who it might be and from pres-
ent indications 1t will be Cleveland.
The south may do a good deal of kick-
ing but will nevertheless roll up the
usunal democratic majority.

A tariff to be protective must be
raised just in proportion as the means
of transportation are cheapened.
There was a time when the cost of
transporting goods from Europe was
80 great that our industries needed
very little protection. But the won-
derful inventions of the: last cemtury
bave brought about a complete revolu-
tion in cheap and safe means of trauns-
portation. It is not much more than
& hundred years ago since Adam Smith
said that English farmers need never
fear competition from Ireland on ac-
eount of the cost of bringing Irish pro-
ducts to English markets. And yet
Adam Smith was one of the keenest
observers of his day.. So long as we
propose to protect our industries the
tariff must be raised every few years
on the articles protected.

England and Free Trade.

After enjoying for about sixty yeays
the alledged blessings of a taritf for
revenue only, Knglund fiuds her com-
mercial and manufucturing greatness
slowly slipping away. Lord Salisbury,
the leader of the dominant party,
upon the eve of a general election, hus
the courage to proclaim that free trade
hus not produced the results expected.
He calls attention to the fact that
while nations are anxious to secure
each others trade, none cares about
that of England, as her revenue laws
have stripped her of the weapons with
which the battle is to be fonght. Such
a declaration 18 practically an adoption
of reciprocity and might easily be
conceived as the sentiments of Blaine
rather than those of Salisbury. Salis-
bury is a keen observer and more than
once has given evidence of profound
political sagacity. Hence his startling
position must mean that his views are
held by a considerable part of his
countrymen. At any rate he scems
content to risk his chances in the com-
ing contest by forcing an issue upon
the repeal of the tariff laws. So it
need surprise no one if for the next
few months the Cobden club will find
plenty to do at home withont contri-
buting anything in the shape of money
as a sort of missionary fund to aid
their allies on this side of the water.
Free traders must now strain every
nerve to hold the ground already won
without attempting any new conquests.
This new tariff crusade in England
will be watched with the clesest at-
tention. It possesses a twofold inter-
est. The proposition for England to
abandon free trade is starthing enough
but what will be of chief interest to
the worldin general and to the United
States in particular, is the remedy
whereby the old time supremacy of
Gireat Britain may be restored. Let it
not be forgotten that England estab-
lished her commercial and manufac-
turing power by acts, in comparison to
which the protection afforded by the
McKinley bill or any other tariff law
passed by this country is extremely

mild. But times have changed since
then. A powerful nation has grown

up in America, and England now has
something more formidable tkan a few
scattered colonists with which to deal.
The campaign abont to open in this
country must be influenced to no smail
degree by this action of the conserva-
tive leader. If the richest nation in
the world and the one rival that we
need fear in competing for the trade
of other nations, finds itself nnable to
maintain longer the tariff for reyenue
only policy, 1t may be interesting for
democrats to explain how free trade is
going to benefit the United States.

The number of patent medicines
that have been discovered of late years
is truly astonishing, and the more so
because most of them are advertised as
possessing the magic properties of cur-
ing all diseases of which the human
kind has ken.

for poverty. The tavitf reformer,
the single taxer, the nationalist and the
anarchist, all grow enthusiastic over
the beneficient results sure to follow
tne adoption of his pecnliar remedy.
But it has been reserved for later dis-
coverers to find out that the only thing
necessary to bring about universal
good times and happiness, 15 the issu-
ance by the government of a practical-
ly unlimited currency. “T'he volume of
money circulating in a country usually
has about as much effect upon the
prosperity of the country as has the
volume of water in Fall' River upon
the prosperity of Texas. When money
i plenty, wages are high to be sure,
but 5015 every other commodity, and
in the end there is no gain. It matters
not how much or how little money
there may be in circulation, a man
must have energy and ability in order
to succeed. Thrift and industry will
do more to abolish poverty than will
the enactment of any number of legis-
lative acts. The passage of all the
patent, care-all, anti-poyerty remedies
on this side of the river of death will
not have the slightest effect upon lazy.
shiftless individuals. A man’s success
or failure in life depends upon his own
exertions and abilities, upon his own
prudence and foresight. If money was
to become so plentiful that it would be
sold out by the bushel, men would
still bave to stir themselves in order to
make a living.

Toinsure pro-
gress there must be some suitable prize
to he won by individual exertion. So-
cialism would remove every incentive
for improvement by rewarding all
alike, no matter what their abilities
might be. This would not he justice.
Perhaps the present conditions are not
all that might be desired but they are
infinitely better than the oppression
ta which a nation would be subjected
under socialism.  Any movement in
this direction however slight should be
viewed with suspicion. It i3 easy to
make mistakes but a different matter
to correct themn. A wrong step migsht
entail years of suffering. There are
better and less dangerous methods for
improving the condition of laborers,
than a resort to socialism or anything
tending in that direction.
