All this talk and bluster about the 
IVl.tijirew fad ion and the Mellette fac­
tion should be done away with, or the 
r.nes who am e!i;:ii«;i d in it should he 
sit down upon in a manner that would 
effeetuiiiiv convir.rr them (hat tht: re­
publican parly wanted harmony rather 
th;;n heir presence. The republican 
party it- of nii.re eiv.^rquenre than any 

one iiian or >et. of men in it and tlio^e 
who are working for the interests of 
the party will find plenty to .io besides 
ilenouiieiiig eertaiu members of the 
party. A hui repiibliean will us" his 
best, endeavors to promote party har­
mony and make ail the. eonverts possi­
ble instead of driving out anybody. 
This course should be pursued from 
the precinct caucus to the slate con­
vention. 

The sf rili 'i and bloody battle at the 
Carnegie steel works was a deplorable 
calamity. Everyone must, reirret the 
unfortunate ailair. and yet some of the 
democratic am! independent papers are 
ignorant enviigli to lay the entire 
lilaino for the strike and loss of the 
lives to the republican party and are 
claiming that, "the monopoly tariff is a 
crime against the American people; a 
ernne involving murder. It steals and 
kills."* Any one who is posted upon 
the subject knows (hat. in free trade 
Europe such sad calamities as this 
Homestead riot, have been more than 
paralleled. The free.trade pu-.'-s knows 
t.no that v. here American workmen in 
steel ;iI• <1 iron Indie tries receive from 
one dollar «o as high as ten dollars a 
day. aeeord'ii!. to occupation, like 
workmen i>i -v.it lint..in receive but. 
from Iv.viiiy ret:ls to as high as !?3.;W. 
The wages in these industries in the 
United States are Irum ;wo to four 
times greater than they are in Great 
liritmn. and history will satisfy any 
fair minded person that there have 
l>een more serious strides, more suffer­
ing therefrom in England than in this 
cauntrv. and that the American oper­
ative has a far higher standard of liv 
ing. and saves more of his income than 
the European workmen. In the British 
iron and steel region there is only one 
dwelling to every twenty fiye popula­
tion while in the Pennsylvania district 
there is one dwelling to every five pop-
illation. These are some of the reasons 
why those foreigners are daily coming 
to this country bv the hundreds, and a 
number of those countrvinen have 
found their way to the Rlacfc Hills. If 
protection is so mr."h wor r-2 for the 
laboring classes than free trade it is 
indeed strange that those people are 
continually conrns this way. In t ' .e 
absence of any better political thunder 
the free trade and calamity press 
should possibly be pardoned for assum­
ing that the Carnegie trouble \v;;s the 
outgrowth of protection but by usin« 
Fuch argument t.hev plainly indicate 
the weakness of the cause they es­
pouse. 

The recent terrible conflict between 
the Pinkertons and the worliingmeii 
employed by Carnegie lias aroused so 
much interest that the matter will 
probably be investigated by congress. 
It is high time that, something was be­
ing done in this direction. The l 'in-
kerton system is a shrine and a dis­
grace to any nation, it, is a menace to 
the liberties of the people and the 
slates and general governiiient. should 
take vigorous measures for '.he total 
destruction of sut-h a dangerous insti­
tution. When it. is fouud that the local 
and state officials are unable to sup­
press riots and to prevent, the destruc­
tion of property all the power of the 
Federal government may be called 
upon. If our government, is unable 
or unwilling to extend ample protec­
tion to all its citizens, it is about time 
that wo gave up the idea of maintain-
i.iir a republic, lint the owners of the 
mills never once a>ked for assistance. 
They employed a band of armed assas­
sins and took the law into their own 
hands. If everybody was to act upon 
the same pian, how innch room would 
there be for government, authority V 
When mini presume to set themselves 
up to perform duties that properly be­
long to the state, it, looks as if they 
were drifting pretty strongly towards 
anarchy. This nation is strong enough 
to protect, all its citizens and it, should 
not he slow to i-huw even millionaires 
that they are not privileged chara' ters. 
It is only by extending equal protec­
tion to all, regardles.s of position or 
social standing, that a republican form 
of government can survive. If cor­
porations and monopolists are to be 
permiiled to maintain standing armies 
of irresponsible and disreputable t hugs 
it is about, time that our present, form 
of government was declared a failure. 
It is to be hoped that, within a very 
short, time the infamous Pinkerton 
system will be completely wiped out 
of existanee. 

The independent, platform adopted 
by the national convention at Omaha 
is a masterpiece of rhetorical neatness 
and political absurdity. One half of 
this remarkable production is but a 
long continued howl about the "nation 
brought lo the verge of moral, politi­
cal, and material ruin." The other 
half advocates the adoption of seven) 
gilt eiigi'd reforms that, if ever carried 
our. \\o\id render the condition of the 
nation infinitely worse than it is at. 
present. Space will not permit, us to 
take up ti'i-i pi.ink by plank but yet it 
is advisable to call attention to a, few 
of the misstatements and to point out, 
the injustice and dangers of a few of 
tiies" proposed nickel plate reforms. 

No one will assert that the present 
condit ion of the country is everything 
that could be desired, but every intelli­
gent and fair minded man will stamp 
with disapproval the statements that 
"corruption dominates the ballot box, 
the legislature.;, the congress and 
touches even the ermine, of the bench." 
That '  the licwspapeis are. largely sub­
sidized or muzzled; public opinion 
silenced." Corruption at the ballot 
box in most northern states has become 
a thing of tne past, while the most 
flagrant cases of bribery in legislatures 
of late years were those of men elected 
by independents and upon independent 
principles. We would ask our honest 
independent brethren to point out a 
case, where corruption lias touched 
'"even the ermine of tiny-bench.' '  So far 
as muz/.iing the press and silencmt; 
public opinion i-- concerned our calam­
ity croakers furnish abundance of 
proof that such is not the case. At no 
time or place sii-ee hi- i^ry dawr.ed 
have men beer, freer to express their 
views upon matters of whatsoever 
r.a.nre they will, than they are at 
present permitted to do in this country. 
And they are using this inalienable 
right, as it never was used before. A 
few of the demands of the indepen­
dents are just, many or thr-ni nnjust. 
Several are revolutionary and 'the 
whole piaii 'onii smacks most, decidedly 
of socialism. The sub-treasury plan— 
"or a better svstern"—is approved of, 
faee and unlimited coinage of silver is 
demanded, also that the amount of cir­
culating medium be ;-pi edily increased 
to not less than Sol) per capita. This 
last measr.ie. if ever adopted, would l>e 
nothing short of highway robbery, if 
there was the remotest possibility of 
its becoming a law. an era of nnparal-
lelled depression would be sure to fol­
low. Capital would be locked up and 
general stagnation would inevitably 
result. In order to increase the circu­
lating medium so much, it would be 
necessary t,o employ some kind of fiat 
money. The amount of money now in 
circulation is perhaps less than one 
third of the amount for which inde­
pendents make demand. The value of 
money like that of any other commod­
ity. is determined largely by the law 
of supply and demand. Leaving aside 
entirely the dangers always attending 
the issuance of inconvertible paper 
money, it is manifestly unjust to inflate 
so enormously the amount of circulat­
ing medium. If the supply of money 
is trebled the purchasing power of a 
dollar will be but one third of what, it 
now is. Is there any justice in such a 
monstrous proposition? 

Suppose a man has spent the greater 
part of a life-time in accumulating a 
small sum of money upou which he 
may live during his declining years. It 
was only by industry and frugality 
that lie succeeded in laving lip souie-
i hing for a rainy day. Suppose this man 
invested his savings in some of our 
county or state bonds at par. 
If the currency is then inflated 
three fold he will receive back the 
same number of dollars that he invest­
ed to be sure, l-ut (lie purchasing 
power will be only one third. Thus 
be would lose two-thirds of his hard 
earned savings. It would be just, as 
right to compel him to hand over that 
amount at the point of a revolver, as 
to rob liini of it by government author­
ity. A plan so steeped in infainv can 
not meet the favor an honest^ fair 
minded people., 

It is not best to pass judgment too 
liastily upon tiie causes that, led to the 
serious trouble at Homestead last week. 
Both parties possibly acted hastily in 
t,he matter. The time that was given 
the men to come to the terms of Car­
negie WMS all too short, and tlieir being 
infuriated by the HI der to quit work 
and leave the premises—with starva­
tion possibly staring them in the face 
— they were hardly responsible for 
their actions. On the other hand tne 
Carnegie company probably knew 
their own business and knew Letter 
than any one else what wages they 
could afford to pay. It has all along 
been reported that the Carnegie system 
of wages, known as the "sliding U-ale" 
was entirely satisfactory, and it was 
believed that by this system the usual 
contention between employer and em­
ploye would disappear, but now this 
plan does not seem proof against 
strikes and serious trouble. The labor 
difficulties are daily becoming more 
complex, and it is a .serious question as 
to the bust plan of settling such diffi­
culties. The plan of having state 
boards of arbitration has been sug­
gested. Indeed some sort of arbitra­
tion in matters of this kind should be 
imposed, and in this connection we be­
lieve the Chicago Tribune espresso* a 
sound idea when it says that, the ordin­
ary citizen is not competent to pass 
judgment upon the merits of such a 
ca-:e. but a jury made up of skilled 
worliingmeii and expert employers in 
the same line would he al.ie to reach a 
settlement which public sentiment 
would -n-'.tain the authorities in en­
forcing. It is all very well to say that 
if a workingi-ian is dissatisfied' with 
the wages offered he can quit the job. 
but tli. 'it short cut to justice does not 
meet ali the requirements of the pres­
ent industrial situation in this country 
and a well matured system of arbitra­
tion should be devised. If two persons 
cannot agree as to the amount of a 
debt, the ownership of a piece of prop­
erty, the nat ure of a contract, etc.. tliev 
are not, allowed to settle the difficulty 
on the Pinkerton plan, luit compelled 
to apply to tfce courts for an adjust­
ment, of the matter. The same princi­
ple should be applied to labor difficul­
ties which the parties in interest can­
not decide amicably.
