BERKELEY POWDER EXPLOSION 

Tlireo H'lilte Men mid Tin-'#. Clilneito

The powder exp o -ion at. West Berk­
eley, ( al., proved to be not nearly so 
disastrous as regards loss of life as a' 
llrst, supposed. Six lives are now known 
to have been lost, three white men and 
three Chinese. Thousands of people 
visited the st-ene of the e.vplosion front 
San Francisco and Oakland, and gazed 
wonderingly at immense cavities dug in 
tho side of tho hill by tho force of tin 
explosion and at the wrecks of build­
ings. The damage to tho powder and 
the chemical works is estimated at over 
$:)' (I,Mill, with probably $25,0110 more 
damage done in San Francisco and Oak­
land by windows breaking. The pro­
prietors of the powder worts say they 
will not rebuild ut West lierkeloy, as it 
is tco near the thickly inhabited sec­
tions.

RECOVERING THE VtCTlMS OF 
THE FOLSOM. 

further Detail* nt the I*e»r!a IM*i\*t*r--
Norrow Kneapei fr'im the Hta I ol tli«' 
Steamer-Th» Storm t ame To* Quickly 
to 1'eriatt a Landing. 

Death -Mul rirnirare. 
Twelve todies have already been re­

covered from the wrecked steatuet 
Frankio l«!i-om, and sixteen persons 
are yet. to hear from, telegraphs a l'«o-
ria. 111., correspondent. The bodies ol 
the following named persons are recov­
ered: The ltev. J. H. McMe. n. Itcueon; 
Mrs. Fred Fisher; Cora Fisher; John H. 
Arend-a, Pckin; Mary Flatt, Pekiu; Airs. 
Henry Duisdeeker, Pckin; Mrs. IV. U. 
Willis, Pekiu; Miss Lottie Shade, She! 
byville; Miss Lottie ltutler. Pekiu; Mrs. 
hut« Beebe, l'ekin; Uraut Heppler, 
Streator; unknown body of a ycuug girl. 
Uivers who were sent down near the 
wreck reported seeing four todies 
crushed under the wreckago. These 
caur.ot bo_ gotten at until the boat is 
righte.l. Xeurly the whole excursion 
party was composed of the better class 
of the population of l'ekin and Uelavan. 

Xever since the C'hatsw.irth disaster 
las there lieeu any sueh excitement 
here. Tiie storm burst with reuiari>a.'.ile 
suddenness. Atove the roar of tho 
wiud and thunder the cries of the pas­
sengers on the Folsotu, us they clttiii: 11 
spurs, guards, and pieces of l'lirii.ture, 
could plain y be heard, while at eueii 
succeeding llasli < f lightuiug the wreck 
could be seen by thousands who l.neil 
the river bunk in tiie face of thedrenoii-
:u: ruin. 

The storm did not last long. It blew 
up witli rapidity littlo short of m.irv .1-
ous, and as quickly subsided. Ti.e rain 
continued, but tho danger was over, 
and soon more than a score of r iwl.outs 
were slowly bringing passengers to the 
shore. Everything possible was done 
by the citizens and < flljials. l'uiroi 
wagons, umbulum-cs, und nearly tiie 
ent.re police force were ordered out t.i 
u?sist in caring tor the rescued. 

Miss Heppler, of Streator,was rescued 
in an insensible condition and removed 
to a house. It is impossible to tel. 
whether she will recover or not. . nines 
Thomas is in the hospital. A swinging 
timber struck him, terribly crushing u 
leg. The search for bodies was prose­
cuted ail night. Mrs. Kate Bccue, o 
Pekln, is known to have been lost. She 
was on deck at the time of tiie accident 
aud must have been washed overooa d. 
Her fattier, Fred Zuckweiler, was drag­
ged cut of the water us he was going 
down tho lust time. Xo truce o. 
the duuuhter has Pinee been found.* aud 
all thoughts of finding her alive liuve 
been abandoned. John Smith hu» not 
been seen since the accident, und lie too 
must have perished. Immediately on 
the apprt ach of the storm women*took 
refuge in the cabin, a small room, closed 
tho doors and shut the windows. When 
the b.uit capsized they were us if in a 
prison with no means of egress.

^ The steamer was returning from Lake 

View Park, where a speetaeulur produc­
tion of tiie "Last l>ays of Pompeii" hud 
been given. The crew numbered live. 
The evening had been pleusunt, but 
during tho latter' part of tho perform­
ance there were mutterings of a storm. 
It burst suddenly with great violence 
when the lo.it had gotten out ill tin-
middle of the river. Edward I.oesch, 
the captain, was in the pilot house when 
the storm struck. He attempted ;o head 
the boat for the shore, and as he d d so 
the wind caught it und capsized it. 
Most of those who were on deck rushed 
to the upper side, and were in this way 
saved. Capt. Ltiesch helped all he i ould 
to put on life preservers. He puilcd up 
two women who were struggling out of 
the cabin. 

When the In at, began to sink a whis­
tle was sent up lor aid, but in a few mo­
ments the boilers were under water. 
Word wus Kent to the police stati n i.n I 
Mayor Warner ordered out at once i.ll 
the policemen, the putrol w.igon, and 
atnbuluncc. Tiie Folsom 1 iv abi ut inn 
jards from shore In sixteen loot of 
water, und wus about two-third* under 
water careened overon the side. Theie 
was not an available tug in the citv. 
The Longfellow, which was strugKliiig 
near the Folsom, made a lnuding its 
soon as she could, and herried her pas­
sengers ashore. It was the intention to 
go to the aid of tho linking boat, but 
the wheel got caught in some manner, 
and <;reat difficulty was experienced .it 
getting away. 

Meanwhile numerous small boats wet-.-
put out, although the rough condition of 
the river rendered the mission \ery per­
ilous. Bain fell iu tornnt.s, and the 
wind blew in fierce gusts. All of th-
steamer above wuter was covered by 
half-drowned passengers clinging to the 
upper deck, one side of which showed 
just above the surface. 

When the first relief boat appear, d, 
men and women leaped from the steamer 
and swam to tiie boat. So many at­
tempted this that they hud to be driven 
back with oars in or.ler to keep the little 
I oats from being swuiupcd. Four per­
sons were brought off in the first, boat, 
an I after this the work of rescue went 
on rapidly. Mayor uriier had or lere.t 
out a number of hacks, und a? fust a -
the people were brought off the steamer 
they were placed iu hacks itn l drhen to 
places of shelter. The river is being 
dragged for the bodies of those that are 
still missing.
