CAR FERRY ACROSS THE LAKE.

To Be Established Between Frankfort,
Mich,, and Kewaunce, Wis,

A car ferry across Lake Michigan
will be one of the curiositics of navi-
gation. The ferry will be established
between FKFrankfort, the Michigan
terminus of the Toledo, Ann Arbor
and North Michigan Railroad, and
Kewaunee, Wis., where through con-
nections will be made with the

TRE FERRY UNDER STEAM,

Winona and St. Paul Railroad. The
cars will be loaded directly on the
ferry and after crossing the lake will
be run ashore, thus avoiding the
heavy expense involved in unloading
from cars to steamer and then from
steamer into cars again.

The ferry will be a combination of
the Chesapeake Bay boat and the car
transfers used at Detroit and Port
Huron. They will be built to with-
stand the most furious storms raging
on Lake Michigan, pacticularly dur-
ing the winter, as they are designed
to run all the year round. They will

The Fooud of the Coming Man.

Prof. W. O. Atwater, the chemist,
in an instructive article in the
T'orum, points out the curious fact,
that, in the extraordinary applici-
tions of science to practical prob-
lems in recent vears, one of £he most
important fundamental problems has
been strangely overlooked. viz., the
seientific study of food. The coming
mian will avoid four mistakes that
are now largely made: [. IHe will
not buy as expensive kinds of food as
are now generally bought, because
some of the least expensive foods are
the most nutritive and palatable.
2. With further scientific informau-
tion the coming man will value foods
in proportion to their nutritive quali-
ties. 3. If the goods are bought
and ecaten with reference to their
nutritive qualitics, and not to mere
fashion or habit, it would require a
much less quantity to keep a man in
his best working condition than ig
now generally consumed. 4. There
will' be a revolution wrought in the
present way of cooking, which is
both wasteful*and primitive and far
behind our advancement in almost
cevery other art.

Professor Atwiter gives the results
of practical studies in diets made to
show these conclusions. And he asks:
“Has man yet reached his highest
development? The poorer classes of
people—and few of us realize how
numerous they are—the world over
are scantily nourished. "T'he majori-
ty of mankind live on & nutritive
plane far below that with which we
are familiar. We may hope for the
best culture, not of the intelleztual
powers, but of the higher Christian
graces in the minds and hearts of
men, in proportion as the care of
their bodies is provided for. Happily,
with advance of knowledge comes
the improvement of material condi-
tions. May we not hope that the
future development of our race will
bring that provision for physical
wants which is requisite for the best
welfare of mind and soul?
