Scarcity of Fuel — Advautages of
Moads. . L '

The great scarcity and high price of fue!
in Louisville and Cincinnati this winter.
have caused intense suffering amongst the
poorer classes. In both cities the supplies
of coal were at one time entirely exhaust-
ed, and had there been no railroads God
only knows what the peopl: would have
doue to eseape freezing. The railroad
companies have exerted themselves to avert
this great calamity, and to mitigate as
much as possible the rigors of the season,
by procuring supplies of both coal and
wood and selling them at the lowest possi-
ble prices. Our sister city of Memphis is
now rejoicing over a similar eourse which
has been adopted by her railread compa-
nies. We learn from her journals that all
the railroads there are delivering wood af
cost to her citizens, generously sacrificing
all profits for the good of the community.
Impossible to obtain coal, the wood thus
supplied by the railroads is a godsend to
Memphis. The Bulletin, after mentioning
what steps have been taken by each rail-
road, adds:

**On pone of the roads will sapeoulatorsget a
ensnoe to send in wood for exorbitant prices;
the Companies baving determised to guard
and protect the community, by carrying only
for their ewn sceount, or for those who are
willing to sell at fuir and just rates.

“The Meyor was authorized last night to sp.
point trostworthy persons to receive, have
charge of and sell these supplies of fuel, to con-
samere, as they may need it; while the Relief
Association had their hands strengthened by
the appropristion of §1,000, We wonld sug
gest to its officers that they might do well to
send an agent down the Grenada road to-dsy,
to engage wood for their uses, It ean be ob-
[ tained on that road, at a lower price, by near-
ly or quite one-fourth below what it will cost
on either of the other roads; and wa donbt not
the Railroad Company will bring io all they
may need, froe of charge,

“We congratulate our citizens npon these
arrangements. Through them, wood will be
sff rdvd at all our Railrosd Depots, st rates
not exceeding $38 or §3 50 per cord; and thus,
through the benign instrumentality of Rail-
roads, they will be enabled to chase away the
famin of cold trom their doors, blow old Bos
reas ever so radely. The ‘Lread cast npon the
waters’ comes back to thew now, in good time,
