Judge Thowas L. Willizus died at Nashviile,
Teuuvssee, on the 2d day of Deoember, 1856.
He joined our body about fifty years since.—
So nobly did he perform every duty whilst
here, his comrades erowned him with their
highest distinotions, and tanght ua to cherish
lis frosge with fondest recollections. To vs
he was indeed 8 purent; for there are very
few pow living whose names are inscribed so
near the begioning of our seroll.
