ADDRESS OF

ZINA PITCHER, M. D.,
President of the American Medical Amociation.
Delivered on the occasion of the Meeting of the
Awsociation in Nashville, May bth, 1857,

Assembl~d »s we are here, under the suspices of
the medical profession in Tennessee; meeting in
presence of Lhe citizans of this beautitul ¢itv, hon-
ored by representatives from that better part of
our creation, who, like the Amarntol Milten, throw
their shadows and shed their fragrance o'er the
waters of the fount of '{e; coming as we have in con-
siderable numbers from distant portions of the
United Etates, abandoning for the time being our
private engagements, and encounteriog on our
way bither the hazerdaincident to velocity in loco-
motion, as if only to enjoy the socisl amenities and
the plrasares of professionsl re-unfon, thes: two
questions natural'y sri<e in the minds of those who
sre merely witnessrs of the spertacle presented by
our resemblage. “For what purpose is thisconvo.
eation of physicians? What is there in the nature
of their particular porsuit, which prompts them
thus to relinquish its rewards, to for go the en-
dearments of home, when there is no visible mani-
festation on their part, of a design to promote those
objects which center in sell interest, tA advance the
purpnses of sectarian awmbition or polinesl part-
sanship?”’

In the fulfillment of a duty incident to the posi-
tion which I have had the honor to hold for the
past yesr, a vear full of pleasant resoliections to
myself, I shall, whilst desizning in breviry to fol-
low the example of my honored predecessors, at-
tempt an explination of the phenomenon we may
be supposed to present o the mind of an intelligent,
bat uninitisted observer.

Before enteriog upon the task I bave assigned
to my#ell, I beg vou to indulze me one moment, in
repeating to the Association, mv assurances of grat-
itade for the distinction I bhave rececived atits hands
and for the personal manilestations of confidence
and the acts of courtesv, [ have received from
many of the individual members, the recollections
of which, will linger in my memory and lessen the
conscionsnesa ol my we'ght of years, on the remain-
der of o v journey, down the declivity of life.

The oljuets for which the Associstion was formed
will ever enlist my warmest sympathies and com-
mand my active co-operation. 1 congratulate you
on the happy circumstances by which this soniver
sary meeting is attended, on the evidenoss of vigor
and the promiges of longevity which thie Associa-
tion derives from ita aunual migrations. God grant
that it existence may be prolonged by these an-
nunl renewalsof its vitality, so long as there sre
evils for it to reform, or works of bepeficence for
it ta sccomplish.

To do what [ bhave proposed satigfactorily to
mvaelf, wonld involve the necessity of showing the
relation which medicine has held o the civil au-
thority, to the ecclesiastical power and to the so-
einl conditi 'n of the people (or all time antecadent
to the dete of this organization. This review would
also lesd us to considerthe relation which free gov-
ernmenta hear to letters, to scicoce and the arts; a
field 100 lsrze for us to occupy on the present ocea-
sion. We shall eodeavor without attempting all
this, to present to your view the condition of the
profession at the time thi® organization eprang out
of the antecedent chaos, the canse or causes of that
con ition; whether inherent and incursble, or
whether arising from extrinsic circumstances, which
may be remedied, and whether this remedy is to be
found in public suthority, or eought for in associa-
ted professional influrnee.

Wa remurk first that a great and notable liw
marks and goviros all the warks of creation, Itis
typified in the individusl mind—in our corporeal
functions—in the movements of the race—and in
the revolutions of the heavenly hosts;—ali are sub-
jct 20 this law of periodicity und this alteration of
condition manifess itself ev. o in the domain of dis-
enss, Wae have seasons of -activity and repose in
the natural as in the moral world; periods of illa-
mination and of obscurity—of sctiviy and of rest:
in the one case, producing day and night, winter
snd summer, and in the other those alternations ol
gocial randition which have been spoken of as the
Athe | nace th-agaof dirknesa, literslly a long
and l]rzil‘l)ul'ilil intellectoal ct‘lipse to which has soc-
ceeded the notive eva of mental excit-ment and of
muaterin]l progzress in which we live, by which we
are moved, the sun of which appears not yet to
have reached its point of culmination.

In all the strageles which have marked the con-
flicts between truth and error, ignorance and knowl-
edge, medicine has alwsys taken a ronspicuous
part, having ever been a faithful aaxiliary, when
not a leading #loment in every effort made to ele-
vate and improve t'e condition of mankind, atone
time allied to sirerdotal nuthority, as an indweller of
the temples, and at another, incorporated into the
hody politic or rather esgrafied vpon the tree of
State,

In the earlier stages of civil advancement, in all
those territories once compoxing the eastern and
western emp'res, an 5 the case now in Eurcps,
where cerain forms nfl government exist, the sov-
arcign authority preseribed the modes of worship,
the forms of law and the reguirements of medical
practitioners. U @ 8 the vizorous conservitism of
theso existing European vovernments ia relaxed by
the caprice of var'n and foolizh princes, at the suz
geation of wicked men or misgoided women, the
right to sxercise the functions of the phyzician, is
only conf rred on the most satisfactory proof of in-
defatigable cultore.
our own pational history, we find the foo'-priots of
our Eurcpean ancestors in the records of those sal-
utary laws made for similar purposes und transmit-
ted to us by our p«litical progenitora,

Bat in the process of time, when our form of
government was changed, when the repository o
sovereignty broime inverted, when the power of
the Siate passed from the few to the many, when
the Stete became nothing and the citizens all in all,
when this segregation of the sovereign power was
rondered romplete by tha absolute freedom of the
clective {ranchise in many ol the States, then our
art ceased to have a party in the commonwealth,
n% the law which beeame the esponent of this new
opinion, the expression of the populsr intelligence,
¢ffaced from the public record all legal traces of
distinetion between the physicisn and the hypo-
criticsl pretender,

When these ancient legal incentives to stody
were withdrawn, & new class of men unprepared by
mental discipline, rushed into the prof-ssional arena,
bearing down by their rumerical force the few re-
muing barriers which society was disposed to de-
fend, notwithstanding the sbrogation of law,

The politic+l revolution which separeted the Ameri.
¢sn co'onien from the British crown, by loosening
the connection between the church and the State,
jnsensibly led the way to the more complete separ
ation of medicine from governmental control and
political dependence. Taese manitestations of pop-
uler &' solutism, which swept away the prerogs-
tives of the clerical and medical professions,
threstenicg to involve the luw jo the same unchar-
tered equalite, were the remote causes of the pro-
feasional abasement, wo bad then reached a humili-
ating consciousness of which srou-ed its members,
who in the hope pf relnstating its departed digeity
0 lorm this Association.

Whatever effect this unrestricted distribution of
political power, through all ranks of soclety, may
bave had upon the soclsl body, it is not oar busi-
ness W0 epguire, e ours i not & politieal jostite-
tion, but ol its immediate influence in reducing
medicine to a state of degradation, there is no res-
son for doubting the fset, nor the propriety of this
exposition, for with physicians, etiology is often a
k:y to diagnoesis, and without & true patbolozy,

Whilst the Empire thus labored to throw i's vpas
shadow over the infant church, & social disintegra-
tion of castes, owing to these strug. l¢s and the i=-
rup'ion of barbarian hosts from the oporth, took
plaer, and a consequent universal fusion of the ra-
ces, languages, and costoms, producing an excite.
tion of thought, and a bleniding of p-oples analo-
gous to the sodial fasion and the blending of types
of diseasze, which we sve daily taking place in our
own time and in our country. The minds of men
thus cut loose from their ancient fastenings, sought
oew affinities, srranged themselves in wccordanes
with those difficolties into pew forms, many of
whom wandered into unexplored paths, hoping with-
out the aid of a Divine gaide to ascertain their r.-
lation to the unseen.

Thaus also did the members of our own profe:sion
wander into aptried and forbidden paths, in pursuit
of tke ideal up to the time this Association was
formed. A fuithfol picture of the last century of
t is bistoric period, prosents the deepest coutrasts
of light and shadow, that can be portrayed io & sio-
gle work of art.  The datkest hue of vice being
drawn in the same pannel with the purest rints of
virtne.  The chorch young and wigevous being
soiled by its contact with a paganism inespressibly
wicked, against which it waged a war, vomitigated
by acla of mercy,

These outhreaks of emancipated human thought
8t each of these epoche, have had their use: Ill}!e
produced their froits—late in arriving at maturity,
it is trus—and especiully so will it be with the
germs that are scattered in the midst of the conlu-
sion of our own times. An sbiding faith, that good
seed, in spite of the tares that may choke is, or the
birds that may devour it by the wayside, will spring
up and produce fruit in good seasoo, has led me iatn
thiz historieal retrospect.

During the period to which we have alloded just
sufficiently to show what forces disturbed and
broke up ancient civilization, we find oo closer
examination, that the laws of the Empire relitiog

These laws made it the duty of the provincial
governors o send the youth, subject to their juris-
diction, up to the city magistrates, wherethey were
requited to submit to the most rizid system of eur-
veillance by the municipsl authorities, their con-
duct a8 studenta, their deportment as cilizens, be-
ing suhjects of officisl <crutiny. The medical pu-
pils under the trilning of the Archiatr-s or State
physicians were fitted for the perlormance of their

towns or villsages, whither they were sent by impe-

who paid for their services a stipulated price.

Notwithstanding these requirements of law were
l«ft vorepealed, the new opinions which bad got
porsea-ion of the populur mind, b ivg more prwer-
ful than statutes, when inforesd by the Perabulini,
a hody of religions madicil enthusiasts and various
other pretenders, who impelled by the spirit which
animates a prople having just been taught to ex
ercige the privilege of jolgig in matters of fith,
become presumptious in maters of science, vnd by
~pylying this newly acquired right of sction to med-
iciue, baving nuwerical strength, they overrode
the prerogatives of easte, and trampled uuderioot
the wisdom of il preceding ages.

Wihilse these couflicts of opinion were being car-
ried on in an age that produced an Athupasive, s
Jerome, a Chrysostom, and an Augustine, snd »
system of Christiin ethics which wbsoibed into it-
seif all that was valuable in the philosopivs of
Greece und Egypr, medicine acquired eclebrity from
such names as Cacsaring, who became an Archister
—Palatinus, Oribasius, whose works remaio as
monuments of his genius snd proofs of his culture;
Acting, Alexander of Tralles, anl Paulus E tuineta,
ecurcely inferior in reputation to the father of med.
eive himaclf, The lusire of these pames scems
but the more expressively to mark the twilight of
that night destined thence to brood over Europe,
whilst the materials of the ancient civilisation,
broken into fragments by a rude and vigorous bar-
barism, were slowly wearing awsy (he characteris-
ties of the congquering hordes, and prepiring the
wuy for its resppearance iu pew forms, through the
instrumentality of the Free Cites and the foudal
institntions of Europe.

Duriag this groers] eclipae of letters, its ocenl-
tation continging till the art of priuting was invent
ed, we have had furnished (o us an opportunity of
secing bow innd: quate statutes slone are to the de-
velopment of jostitations and how impotent they

to resist the obstscles interposed by an adverse
public opinion.

If our design has been accomplished, we have
ghown that the work of medieal regeneration is to
be commenced by the profession, « hose soccoss is
made dependent upon an intelligent concurrence
of the popular judement. But it must be remem-
bered that in sttempting to bring ahout essentinl
changes in socisl lite, in public policy. or in the
constitutional relations of the different States, by
whose happy form of union we are permitted to
mert here to-day as fellow-citizens of a common
country, we must keep in mind this fact, that alf
orgauie mature is developed from embryonic exist-
ences—that «ll great changes in opinion have had
their origin in germs, planted long antecedent to
the production of fruit, and thst advances in
science and improvements in the methot of its sp-
plication to art, have also had thair seed time, their
period of growth, and ever most have their day of
frulrion,

History is fillad with exemplifications of the truth
of this remark snd of evidences of tha perpetuicy
of this law. The first step on the road to the trans-
Atlantic Telegraph was laken by Volta, when he
construeted tha Voltaio pile—the next was the for-
motion of the Galvanic Battery, These inventions
