Yet seventeen children from these
rooms attend the schools of the Ilouse of Indus-
try In eleven other rooms were eighteen fami-
lies, and iu neurly half of th.se rootus ardent
spirits were sold. In one of the garrets lived two
neioes with eleven abandoned white women. In
twelve other rooms were found twenty-fou- r fami-
lies consisting of one hundred and twenty-fou- r per-
sons. Here were two blind women, two just past
the peril of chili birth, and neventy-on- e were chil-
dren, only eight of whom attended any school.

and active in pursuing its insidious designs
upoD the institutions of the country. It
says :

Our aim is to show Catholici'y to the country as
the fountain and origin cf all that we prize in the
traui'ions of our advanced civilization, as the pub-
lic coLScieuce for which our socifty ells, as the
Oulauce-whec-- 1 that is to give justness and irresistible
force to our future.

Our dim to demonstrate the virgin soil and lofty
institutions of our counny to th.- - Catholic world,
a i the couctry of the futt.ri-- , the land ol hope, the
fair field that Europe has denied to the Church, the
open door that t o man phut, the ripe harvest now
uoddiny over the reaper's bund.

After thk declaration of purpose, he says:
This number of the Journal will be read by con-

verts to the faith in difl'-ren- t purrs of the country,
whose first knowbdge of Catholicity was gained
from the columns of this paper. The words we
now write, will be read by many, not professed-
ly Catholics, who have first learned in our col-
umns what the real relations of Catholicity are
to the institutions and highest interests of the
country.

Of this latter diss the freeman"1 Journal
eays :

These men are henceforth with us. They may
think themselves undecided as to theological dog
mas, which it i not tbe province of a newspaper
ordinarily to discos, or they may find themselves
too buey to give religion as tuch, the immediate
attention it clainip, but, through their patriotic
principle?, they are with us, intelligently, against
all enemies, and they wi 1 curry the conserving and
fortifying ideas of catholic morula into their luuc-tio- ns

as citizens.

The new allies above referred to, who are
undecided as to "theological dogmas,".but who,
"through their patriotic principles, are with
us, and will will carrg the conserving and for-
tifying ideas of catholic morals into their func-
tions as citizens" are the political demagogues
who fawn around the catholic altars, fur the
votes of those who worship there. It is
through such instruments that the Church of
Rome hopes to find its way to the heart of
the government. Its progress may be slow,
but we can see that it bus great confidence of
reaching the end. The Protestants of Amer-
ica should thank the Catholic press fur giving
notice of its inteutioos npon the institutions of
the country, when it proposes to carry catho-
lic morals into the functions of citizens.
