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Iiasfrou Collision on Hie Sound.
Aboa 2 o'cloc k, on Saturday mominp, a terribld

accident occurred on Lone Island Sound, opposite
New Haven. The night was cli ar, the moon .Lin-
ing brightly, and no huze or fog, yet two vessels
came imo collision, and fifteen persons men, wo-m-en

and children were in a moment gent into eter
nity One of the vessels was the Full Iiiver steam
boat Metropolis, Cpt. Brown, and the other the
New Londou and Norwich propcKer J. W. Harris
Capt. rinjith. The Metropolis was very little injur,
ed, but the J. W. Harris, being heavily laden with
a cargo of 1 50,000 worth of dry goods, iron, cot-
ton, and groceries, eubk at once in sixteen fathoma
water. She had twectj-eeve- n s on board of
her at the time of the accident, but most of them
were in the cabin asleep, and bad no chance to es-

cape. .
The unfortunate vrssel, the J. W. Harrif, left

her pier at No. 12 North Kiver, in this city, about
five o'clock on Friday ere mop, on her regular
weekly trip to New London and Norwich, most of
her passengers going on visits to eastern friends.
How the accident occurred is not fully explained,
as Captain Smith declines to say anything on the
subject, bu is supported to have been occa-ioDe- d

by the propelh r only showing one lisbt, when, ac-

cording to the regulation, all tUum vessel should
show two light", and ber having her forward sai
up at tbe time. When the two vessels were dis-

covered to bo bearing down upoD each other, they
each changed their tack, but unfortunately, owing
to the Metropolis mistaking the propeller for a sail-

ing vessel, both vessels tacked so that their heads
pointed in the ram way, and diagonally across the
channel. When this error wan perceived, they each
attempted to reverse their engines, but too Idle to
prevent tha collision.

The cutwater of the Metropolis struck the pro-
peller just forward of thn pilot house, and made
aucb a bole that in lees than two minutes the pro
pellcr duuk. When the collision was observed by
tbose on board the Metropolis to be inevitable, the
utmost excitement ensued, and one of her passen-
gers, a wealthy merchant of New Bedlord named
George Tappon, fell in an apoplectic fit and almost
iusUntly expired. After the accident,Capt Brown,
bis crew, aud the passengers did all they could to
rescue those who were oa board the propelltr when
she sunk. The bouts were lowered and eleven of
the unfortunatt a picked up. A collection was made
on board the Metropolis for their benefit, and four
hundred and eighty-fiv- e dollars realized. After the
Metropolis reached New York, Capt. Brown pre-

sented new suits to eonie half duz n persons who
bad lost all their clothing ou the propeller, aud ar-

rangement; were at otic made tor t!ie return to
New Loudon of those of the crew who were saved,
and accordingly they left for homa ou Saturday eve-

ning.

The politic and governmental relations of the

European powers as they stand related to and affec-
ted by the policy of the English Government, are
daily assuming a more interesting relation to the
American people and Government.

The international aud treaty relations, subsisting
between these various powers and the United States

create the most intimate and delicate dependence,
the one on the other, s to the subsistence of inter-
national good will; vt bile the extended commercial
relations, the increasing inter pocial communications
and the complex treaty stipulations, now iu opera
tion, render the moral and political links, which
unite more or less, each and every civilived power,
of the most sensitive character. Such indeed, is
the spirit of the age and so generalized the inter-
national relations between the United States, the
English and European Governments, that it is as
incumbent on the American statesman to familiar-
ise himself with the statu of European intcr-uatio- n.

al relations, as it is to muster the iutricate machin-
ery which keeps iu 'harmonious actiou," the dif-

ferent State Governments of our own couutry. The
' bond ol international sympathy, between the Fed-

eral Government and all Foreign Towers in treaty
relation, with the United States, is not less deli
cute, than the compart which uuilcs the different
States of the United States to the Federal Govern-
ment.

In this point of view, we regard the present pos-
ture of affairs in England and Europe, aa of peculiar
interest to the people aud the government of the
United States. England, in ber existing difficul-
ties, with her India settlements, presents the mo t
deeply interesting Huhject lor retiectiou. Iu it iso-

lated point il view, it is of the deepest interest, hut
when considered, in couuectlon with the relations
which the English people and government bear to
the European people and governments, it at once
assumes the gravest and most deiicite iinpot lance.
The question, "a ill Eu;laud be able to maintain
her ascendency ia India, and extend her domin-
ion?" iuvolvea in its solution, the most fearful con-

sequences. If she is driveu from Iudi , "her occu-
pation is pone." If aha Is triumphant, her power
will increase, and her dominion widen aud strength-
en. This simple vie exhibit the universal inter-
est, with which each aud every European Power
must regard ber present difficulties, and at once
displays the maguiiude of the at etike, while
it unfolds to view the dangers and doubts which he
in ber path. Well may the ArueiL'an people, and
the commercial inter. t ot the world, consider this
question in "fear aud trembling." Richmond Whig.

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Will the Price of Wheat Serioualy de-
cline 1

This is a question of vast moment. TJp-o- n

its solution hang heavy pecuniary inter-

ests, and in some measure the comfort and
happiness of a large portion of the human
family, to whom cheap bread is the greatest
of earthly boons.

N-- t withstanding the long and severe
winter, which lingered in the lap of May,
causing the prospects of the farmer to ap-

pear most unpromising, the genial sun and
refreshing rains which followed produced a
wonderful change. Instead of short crops,
the farmer boasts of abundance. Wheat,
rye, oats, com, and indeed all the products
of the field, used for the food of man or
beast, have been most prolific, in the Unit-
ed States; and the intelligence from Eu-

rope acquaints us with the fact that it has
been similarly blessed.

In the language of our contemporary of
the Richmond Examiner it has become a
matter of great importance to the country,
as well a3 one of very interesting specula-
tion to know what will be the effect of
these universally abundant crops upon the
prices of grain. These will be determined
absolutely by, 1st, the relations of supply
and demand at home, and 2d, the relations
of supply and demand abroad. Specula-
tion usually affects prices materially at the
opening of the market season; but its fac-

titious influence never controls them very
long. The main points of inquiry, there-
fore, are, what will be the extent of the
foreign demand for our grain; and what of
the home demand, or rather of the surplus
we shall be able to send abroad over aud
above home wants.

In the determination of these points we
will here give the readers of the Patriot
the advantage of the investigations of the
Examiner. It says :

To begin al home, it would be wrong to infer
that we shall have an unprecedcntcdly stupendous
supply of grain to spare, from the single fact of

abundant crops. It must be remembered that our
borne stocks of every kind of provision stuffs bad
been exhausted every where iu the Union except
in a very few districts of country. The present
year's crops will have, not only to supply the tem-

porary wantd of the country, but to fill the vacu
urn of exhausted stocks, up to the proper and safe
mark of "enough tor a rainy day." We suppose
the country was never before so completely empti-
ed of grain and provender in time of peace as it
has been within the last six mouths. 'Our farm-

ers have felt the evil of such a condition of things
too severely to be caught in the like predicament
again; and will be very cbary hereafter of silling
out too clean.

The attempt to estimate the crops and grain cf
our couutry with rigid accuracy, in figures cf
arithmetic, has always struck us as absurd. But,
At commercial writers persist iu this sort of specu-

lation, we shall follow suit, and lay the best dSta
we can find before our readers. Taken together,
the States of the Atlantic sea-boa- rd from Maine to
Georgia do not raise as much wheat an they con-

sume. Georgia, North and South Carolina, Mary-

land and Virginia, produce, some of them, as
much as they consume; others of them, Virginia
especially, a surplus for exportation. But Penn-

sylvania, New York and New Eugltnd, consume
largely more than tbey produce and ufford a very
large market for Western and Virginia wheat.

Florida, Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana and
Arkansas, also consume much more than they pro
duce aud afford a market for Western wheat.
Texas, we suppose, exports no wheat, although
capable of producing a very large supply. South
und Central Aunrici and California also procure
their supplies from our wheat exporting States.

The great question of enquiry, as to the surplus
which the United States will have for the supply of
their own wheat buying States, and for the South
and Central American, the Pacific and the Euro-

pean demand, ia limited utmost exclusively, there-
fore, to the crops of the grain exporting States of
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Kentucky, Tennessee, Mich-

igan, Wisconsin, Missouri and Iowa, which consti-
tute the Great West.

The Cincinnati Gazette has the following esti-

mates of the crop of 1857, compared with the
production of 1849, in these nine great grain-growin- g

States of the West. The Gaztttt thinks th'
estimates based on sound data in relation to in-

crease of population and ratios ol production, and
on the assumption that the crop of this year will
be a full average. Of course, providential cir-

cumstances may mar this flattering prospec; but
with continuance of weather favorable for ripening
the wheat in the higher latitudes, and with a late
fall, in which corn will have time to mature, these
figures seem to be as Dearly right as any that can
now be made :

Of this great cereal crop fully one-ha- lf goes into

surplus, pait'y in bulk, partly aa pork, lard, whis-

ky, cattle. There will be a greaterurplu in 1857
than in 1S50, by full 60,000,000 bushels. There
will be half the same increase, as we have seen, on
wheat, and one-four- th as much on oats. The ad-

vance iu hay, which is already much of it gathered,
will be full fifteen millions more, which chit fly ap
pears in the weight of cattle, bor?es, Ac.

If these estimates of the crops of the WVst be
verified by the result, we thiuk it will be very clear
that the prices of (rain cannot fall very materially
below the average figures they have ruled at during
the last year. Comparatively little of tha Indian
corn of the West will come to the seaboard ia the
form of grain. Ten or twenty millions will be the
outside limit of tho amount of this article exporud
abroad ; and, w suppose, about the same amount
wdl ba sent eastward ill the shape of graio for bouie
cooauaipiiou there. The rest will take the form
of pork, lard, whisky, aud cattlv ; leaving the en-

quiry ia regard lo prica aubauutully cou&acd to
ih article of wheat. ,

If the surplua wheat of tbe West ahould not ex-

ceed 28.000,000 bushels, there ia eo probability
whatever of a aerioua fall of f riete. When the de

that our txpertatious of wheat to all countries du-

ring recent years has amounted to about that figure,
the amount for the fiscal year ending SOth June,
1856, having been, flour being reduced to equiva-

lent bushels of wheat, 25,708,007 bushel',-o- which

17,250,000 went tq Europe, and 9,500,000 bushels
to other countries.

We thiuk, for one, that the surplus of wheat lr
the great West this year is not under eatimited by
the Cincinnati Gazette at 93,000,000 bushels. In
the first place, the crop is certainly not more than
an average one, an immense breadth of the winter
wheat that ws sown having perished by the sever--:

ity of the winter, beyond redemption by tbe genial
weather that set iu after the first of May. Tho tide
of immigration to the West during the winter and
spring has been unprecedented, not merely of for-

eigners, but of titizans of the Eastern States. Thus
the number of extraordiuary consumers in the West
is prodigious, and very large supplies of all kinds
of grain will have to be sent to Nebraska, Kansa
and parts of Minnesota and Iowa during the year
for the new settlers and squatters.

In the Etstern and Middle States, too, the per
manent annual demand lor consumption is larse,
and is growing space. The town populations are
augmenting with eDOrmous rapidity, and the rural
populations everywhere etaudiug still. Take for
instance the case of Massachusetts. In the coun-

ties in which the population is rural and are prodit-eer- a

land is positively diminishing, notwithstanding the
fact that the above figures for the rural counties of
Massachusetts, mixed with local town populations.

Ilere is a decrease in the wheat product cf New

England of 70 per cent., the result, in chief part,
of the decrease of her agricultural population.

Thus the 28,000,000 bushels of surplus wheat
in the West, und the three or four millions which
Virginia, North Carolina end Georgia will be able
to spare over and above their want, present no

very great terrors to tbe holders of the article for

sale. Assuming the export of 1856, or 26,000,000
bushels, as the measure of prices any excess of

our surplus beyond that export tending to depress
prices below, any deficiency of surplus below

for export tending to augment prices above,
the ruling figures for last year we, for one, are
obliged to conclude, if the data furnished by the
Cincinnati Gazette are r liable, that the chances of
lower prices of wheat for 1857 than for 1856 are
by no means formidable.

It only remains to consider whether the foreign
demand for the crop of 1867 will be as great as it
was for that of 1856, which, as we have seen, was

25,708,007 bushel. If wo confine our regards to
Europe alone, there might be come reason to doubt
whether the demand would be as great; but we

are inclined to think that whatever falling off there
may be in the European demand will be much more
than compensated by tbe increased demand ia
other quarters of the world. The immense move

ment of troops from Great Britain to India and
China must very sensibly affect the breadstuff's

markets; while the revolution rj condition of those
densely populous countries must produce a very
considerable demand from the outside for account
of the European residents, and tbe wealthy classes
of native people living along the seaboard.

"We have regarded it as proper to pre
sent these views to farmers who read t he

Patriot that they may make np an intelli
gent opinion as to the prospect of a se

rious decline iu the price, and continued
low prices thereafter, of wheat. Within
the past week prices of Southern wheat
have given away lGc. per bushel in New
York, and the latest advices from Liver
pool announce a decline there in both
wheat aud flour, caused by the certainty of
heavy crops in (jreat Britain. Our farm
ing friends must connect all these facts to
gether, and draw their own conclusions, as
to future prices.
