GEN. PILLOW'S REPFLY TO GEN. SCOTTS

Nassviue Oct, 18, 1857.

Tot&aﬁt:r;o the Union d&& American: =2
| _The card en. Boots, recently published in
National Intelligencer, was evidently intended to
produce the impression, that the sistemens in my
sddress 1o the people of Tennessee, to the effect
that be nhad caused 1o be paid 1o Banta Anns $10,000
under the Puebls negotiations, was untrue.

It will be remembered that I did not say that € o.
Scott Aad paid this m mey to Santa Anna. My state-
ment was, thet Mr. Trist ssid, at the conference at his
quarters, that Gen. Scott had sdvanced bhim the
money, and that he had paid it over,

I know the money was not paid inte the hands of
Santa Anna—for he was in the city of Mexico and
we were in the city of Puebla—about 80 miles
spart. The money was, uo doubt, placed in the
bands of & certain British ial—the medium of
the correspondence between Mr, Trist and Sunta
Anna.

Gen, Scott says in his card: “[ certify on bonor
that I never, at any time, paid to Santa Anna, or
caused to be paid to him, or to another for his use
or in any manner whatever.” - ~ ot

“This blunder of Gen. Pillow grows, no doubt,
out of some hint be confidentially picked up about
bead quarters that I had paid thet precise sum to

and for important information received—
and to be cootinned from the enemies camp and
armies.”

Gen, Beott here admits that he paid that precise
sum Lo for , but he denies that he paid the
money to Santa Anna, or to any person for him.

Though this devial is evasive, and is 8 mere guib-
ble, yet, inssmuch as it may be understood as a de-
nial of the truth of my statements, I have procured
from the record of the War Department at Wash-
ington, copies of the sworn ststements of Gen.'s
Quitman and Shields, extracts fiom which are here-
with submitted to the publie, from which it will be
seen how far wy statement was suthorized by the
facts.

I did pot suppose Gen. Bcoti would have ventur-
| ed upon the denigl of facts, known to be so fully
proven by officers of the highest respectability in
the army, and gentlemen of the most unquestionable
character,

With these proofs I submit the points in contro-
versy to an intelligent publie, not deeming a word
of comment necessary.

All the other statements in that address remain-
ing uncontradicted, the conclusion is inevitable that
they are {ruths, not admitting of denial.

The records from Washington being too volumi-
nous for publication with this card, 1 only publish
such portion= as relate 10 the point in tasue between
wysell and Gen. Scott, but any gentleman desiring
to examiue the whole record can do so by applica-
tion to me.

GEN. QUITMAN'S STATEMENT.

About the middle of July last, (1847,) [ was sum-
moned Lo attend a meeting of officersat Gen, Scott's
quarterain Puebls, Mexico, I theremet the Gener-
al-in-chief, Generals Pillow, Twiggs, Shields and
Cadwallader, and I think Col. Hitcheock, Acting
Inspector General. Gen, Worth was not present,
and Gen. Bmith's absence was accounted for by Gen.
Secott, who said that he, Smith, had been consulted
upon on tie dowoer,

The General-in-Chief first dwelt upon the great
importance of peace to our country, and the anxious
desire of our Government to bring it about. He
said that influenced chiefly by these important con-
siderations, and his belief that & movement upon
the capital would cut off all prospects of an amicable
adjustment of our difficulties, he had halted thus long
at Pucbla, That Gen. Pierce, with a considerable
body of troops under his co mand, was shortly
expected to arrive—that our numbers were too weak
for the enterprize before us, and that he expected
reinforcements would be important to us, He
therefore requested the opinions of the officers pres-
ent upon the propriety of awaiting the arrival of
G!"I', Pil‘l‘(‘e.

He also stated that he desired to consult them upon
another subject of great delicacy and much impor-
tance—that the prospects of peace were now alight,
but that he wad informed by some foreign residents
in Mexico that the desirabide object could certainly
be obtained by the secref application of a consider-
able swn of money. That the Mexican leaders ex-
pected the pegotiations to be auended with a
dowcenur. That they were not in the habit of moving
without it—that the use of money for such purposes
was justified by the practice of other nations, and
that consideriug the great good it would in this in-
stance bring to our country, he regarded the means
as moral and proper, and did not perceive how any
sensible man could think otherwise. He further
added that Mr. Trist had vo power or instructions to
use the three millions voted by Congreas, or any
part of it, to such a purpose—that the same must be
accounted for on the tace of the Treaty—that, bow-
ever, if it should be considered advisable, he (Gen.
Secort) had eredit in Mexico, and upon the assent or
request of Mr. Trist, he would raise s million or a
million and & half of dollars, to apply to the purpose,
a sum sufficient to Insure the success ol she negotia-
tions—that he had already thnus applied ten or twenty
thousand dollars; & sum which be regarded as “bread
tbrown upon the waters.”

GEN. SHIELD'S STATEMENT.

“On or about the 17th of July, 1847, I received
an invitation to call in the evening at Gen. Scott's
ueadguarters in Puebla. Invitauons of this kind
were AL that time frequent, and were intended to
bring the principal officers of the army together for
the sake of social intercourse.  Such at the time |
regarded this invitation.
