The new Arseual at Columbia,
Tennessee, will bo opened with im-losi-

ceremonies on the l:Jth ef
July.

A, committee of ten prominent
citizens were sent..to Chicago during
the convention to iuvite speakers
for the occasion aud in
securing Senator John W. Daniel,
Virginia's matchless orator, to de-

liver the principal address of the
tlay. Another committee goes for-

ward to invite nt Cleve-
land, Governor McKinley, of Ohio,
and other distinguished men to be
present.

The celebration calls the attention
of the country for the first time, in
a formal manner, to this great insti-

tution. It is the only Arsenal in the
South except at Augusta, Ga., and
San Antonio, Tex., and is destined
to be much more extensive iliau
either of them. The ground-- , situ-
ated in the suburbs of the city, were
presented to the government by the
citizens of Columbia. They include
seventy acres and are of rare natural
beauty.
