took about two ounces of ohloro-
form.

Ho was disoovorod by tho
young lady, lying on her bod in
an unconscious condition. Sho
immediately notified a physician
and it was only aftor most stron-uo- us

offorts that consciousness
was revived.

Friday tho youngman was
a greater portion of tho

lime and may die yet.
Reoves says ho reooived a let-

ter a few days ago whioh con-

tained bad news, but ho refuses
to stato what it was and no other
causo is assigned for his Tash
act.

FRUIT TREES IN FINE CONDITION.

Recent Cold Snap Practically Insures

Good Fruit Crop.

W. R. Collins, a prominent
nurseryman and tin accepted au-

thority on matters pertaining to
fruit culture, says the recent cold
snap practio lly assures nn abun-
dant fruit crop, as tho sap was
driven down and tho bud devel-
opment retarded, whereas if Feb-
ruary had been warm he thinks
there would have been undue de-

velopment of buds, whioh might
havo been desttoyed by following
freezes or frosts.

Ho says Snuthern Indian Ter-
ritory has novor had such a tree
planting season as the one now
drawing to a olost', nursery salts
having been remarkable".

There wa nover a better time
to plant trees of all kinds than
during tho presont month. Tho
property owners of the city should
band together at once and take
eteps toward Durant.
Nothing beautifies a eity or town
more than trees. In fact nothing
will at'ract tho attention of the
visitor more than shade trees in
front of the housos, or along tho
streets.
