SAW ATTACHIENT.

Frans O. Helsten, of Larium, Mich.,
has obtained a patent on the saw-olling
device shown.in the Nustration. It is
well known that in sawing heavy sticks
of timber the saw is apt to bind in the
crease, and the purpose of this Inven-
tion is to keep the blade olled, in order
that it may pass freely through the
cut., The tip of the nozzle extends down
through the handle on elther side of
the blade and there Is a spring-control-
led piston inside the reservoir which
forces the oll through the openings as
often as the piston Ix pressed by the
finger. The length of the plston stroke
is regulated by raising or lowering the
gcrew cap at the top of the piston. Pro-
