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P’aul’s, in London, formed an instruetive
chapter in architecture, We learn from
the “Life of Wren” that the walls, eighty
foet rcrperuliuulnr, and five feet thick,
and the tower atleast two Lundred foet
high, through cracked, and swayed, an.d
tottering, stuck obstinately together, and
their removal, stone lv_\' stone, was found
tedious and dangerous. At first men
with picks and levers loosened the stones
above, then eanted them over, aml labor-
ers moved them away below, and piled
them into heaps. The want of room (for
between the walls of the church and those
of the houses there lay a street only some
thirty yards wide) made this way slow
and unsafe. Revoral men lost thoeir lives,
and the pile of stones grew stoep and
large.  Thus, however, Bir Uhristopher
Wren proceeded, gaining every day more
room tll he came to the middle tower
that bore the stecple. The remains of
the tower being nearly two huandred feet
high, the laborers were afraid to work
above; thereupon he eoncluded to facili-
tate this work by the foree of gunpowder.
He dog a hole down by the northwest
pillar of the tower, the four pillars of
which were ench about fourteen feet in
diameter  When he had dug to the foun-
dation, he then, with crows and tools
made on purpose, wroogh a hole two feet
square, hard into the eentre of the pillar.
There he placed a little tin box contain

ing cighteen pounds of powder, and no
more, A case was fixed to the box with
a quick mateh, a8 gunners call it, within
the oase, which reached from the box to
the ground above, and along the ground
was laid the train of powder with a mateh

After this the mine was earefully closed
up again with #tono and mortar to the
top of the ground.

left Byracuse some months ago, on a
whaling voyage, writes an interesting |
letter to the Standard from the Sandwich
Islands, where the ship ho was attached |
to was anchiored in November.

On this voyage, thus far, we have ta-
ken 13 whales and one afinker, (dead
whale) and in these captures we have
used the Bomb Gun, This gun iz abont
8 feet in length, with a bore of 1} inches,
made of steel, and weighs 30 [ba, Tt is
stout, solid and compact—carries & lance
of 20 inches in length., The lance is
round, with one end pointed, and coneave
on three sides; on the other end, for about
8 inches, is drilled & very fine hole, in
which is placed a fiss, lending to the
chamber ov the other 12 iuches of the
lance, which containg an explosive com-
position which in foree is sixteen times
that of gunpowder. The lance contains
4 onnces, thus making the charge eqnal
to 4lbs. gunpowder. The gun is first
eharged with a small quantity of gun-

wder, anid with a leather wad, with a
I::Ie in the eenter.  The fuse end of the
lance is then put in, leaving the other end
to cut its was into the whale. When the
gnn is discharged the fire catches the fuse
throngh the hole in the wad, and in three
or four seconds you hear an explosion in
the whale which generally ends his life,
and is always sure if pat in & vital part.
