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No investment shall Is made by the Hoard of
Trustees, unless the same shall be for contingent
expenses, personal property, or real rsUito in the
county of Saginaw, unless otherwise directed by a
Tote of tho Department.

The Trustees may make, from time to time, such
for their own regulations, and to carry

into effect their duties, a muy seem to them proper
and expedient; provided such are uot re-

pugnant to the Constitution and of th
Department.

ARTICLE V FLECTIONS.
The annual election of officers for this Department

ble under his powerful tread, aud I went
up, up, faster than I ever climbed before
or ever shall again, with every stitch of
clothes upon me completely saturated
with the perspiration wrung from mo in
an agony of fear not o much the natu-
ral fear of death itself, as tho instinctive
fear of such a death.
