Battlb or Tka Ridqk. The following

from the Memphis Appeal is a portion of

the Southern account of this most des

perate battler
:: : Fort Smith, March 9, 1802.
Our troops, under Generals Van Dorn,

Trice and McCulloch, engaged the enemy
for three days, the 5th, 6th, and 7th, at
Terry's Ridge, in Benton county, this
State, near the Missouri hoe.

Our fighting was the most desperate
on record. Our loss was immense : that
of tha enemv unknown. General Me- -

Calloch and Mcintosh were both killed
on tbe 7th inst. Gen. Slack was mor.
tally wounded. Gen. Trice was slightly
wounded in the arm.

Col McCrea reported killed. Colonel
Sims slightly wounded in the arm. Our
forces aro now in the rear of the enemy,
and driving them southward. They are
whipped beyond a doubt ere this. We
are expecting later intelligence every
moment.

Gen. McCulloch fell while leading his
command to a clurce. The bodies of
Generals Mcintosh and McCulloch will
arrive this evening.

Gen. McCulloch' division having lost
so many of their officers, Gen. Van Dorn,
fearful that they might become disorgan
ized. deemed it advisable to withdraw,
which ho did in splendid order. The
next day he attacked the enemy in their
second position, and while the Jight teat
gomj on withdrew hie whole army.

Our loss in round numbers is estimated
at 2,000 killed and wounded.

Our army fought the enemy on all
sides, completely passing around then.

Gen. Grant to ItcMimc Command.
The correspondent of the Cincinnati
nette, writing from Savannah, Tenn.,
the 1 1th inst., says :

"It has been impossible sooner to get

New Patent on Salt Making.
Mr. Nathan Chapin, of this city, has

received letters patent from Washington
City, dated March 18, 1802, njn a new

process for reducing brine to salt, by

which he claims to procure the choicest
of evaporated salt by the use of fuel

and at a more paying rate than has here'

tofore been done,' either by boiling or
solar heat.

His theory consists in giving to the
brine about eight times tho extent of

surface given by kettles, and heating it

to a proper temperature by tubes sub

merged in it, with the fuel placed in the
ubes, so as to prevent the escape of heat

without its effect upon the brine, except
what reaches the chimney after passing
upwards of 100 feet in the tubes.

Tho process is what he describes as
issecting the brine by the' combined

action of heat, air and motion, and plac

ing the salt and each of ita foreign sab- -

staaees in separate deposits; being a
strict compliance' with the chemical re
quirements of the brine, without the use

of lime or any other substance coin

pounded with it. It is stated that a ne

gotietion is in progress with certain
parties to with Mr. Chapin in

a full development of his plan, immedi

ately upon tho opening of the river.
