Under certain extreme condi-
tions ho thought it might with modera-
tion bo tried, but it was far better to lot
the press alone ; it was with as an abso-
lute necessity, and it would be as

to take away the air from our prisons
as from us the right of printing. If
this is treason,' said ho, 'I shall be a
traitor again and forover.'"

There aro no real, genuine lovers of
tho Union and of our freo institutions,
who will not applaud tho sentiments
above expressed, and insist that they bo
practically carriod into execution.
