Two eveuta well worthy of , notice
havo occurred in religious inattcra
hero bince our last number. Tho ono
is tho farowell sermon of tho Rev. W.
C. Smith, who on Sunday last termin

ated hia Pastorship of years over the
Congregational Church in this city.

Tho flourishing congregation which
he leaves, where he found but a small
handful of believers at tho first, will
boar witness to tho earnestness of his
own labors, and tho blessing with
which it pleasod God to crown thorn.
Many, bound to him by years of Ba- -

crod association and confidence, will
follow him with warm romombranc
and with earnest prayers.

The othor vent was the opening of
St. Paul's Church, (Protostant Epis-

copal), for publio worship. Tho build
ing is greatly in advanco of any of the
kind in the Saginaw Valley, admira-

bly suited for its holy purpose, and

ono of which our city may bo proud.
The opening was not a consecration,

that being forbidden by tho fact of

debt remaining. The usual Sunday
morning service by the Hector, aided

by the former Koctor, the Hoy. D. E.
Brown, an appropriate eormon and

the Holy Communion mado the ser-

vice). Wo annex a correct architect
ural description of tho building :

The church consists of a nave 38
feet by 83, Chancel 20x21, Itobing
Room, 10x12, Organ Chamber, 10x12,

and Tower 17x17. It is built of wood
injthe Gothic style, studiously plain
and eimplo, depending for effect upon
good proportions and reality. The
eido walls of tho navo are 20 foot

high, and tho roof has a steep pitch
bo that its ridgo is u2 feet from the
ground. Tho Chancel has an apsidal
termination of throe sides, each contain-

ing a window. The towor, through
which is the principal cntranco to tho
Nave, is to be surmounted with a
spiro, finished with a cross, the wholb

KWliV.Jfll39. foet. The frame is
with upright plank,

battened, and tL .u. w j.m.siucu.
The ceilings of tho Navo and Chancol
are of narrow boards. That of tho
Chancol is a simple pointed arch, or
rather, from the apsidal form, an olon
gated semi-dom- e, springing from a
moulded cornice Tho ceiling of tho
Navo is a trefoil arch, (no timbers.
showing), a form which is capable of
being richly ornamcntod by paneling
and colors. This method of construc
tion has some advantages ovor tho or-

dinary opon roof, especially for a va
riable climate." Uetween tho coiling
and the outer roof, thero is a large
air space, which groatly facilitates tho
warming of tho building in winter and
at the same timo serves to keep it cool
in summer. Cheapness is also in
favor of this construction, and as to
dignity and richness of effect, thoy
can bo seen red in this manner quite
as well as in tho other, though of
courso by different troatment. Around
tho Nave is a wainscot of pino, and
around tho Chancel ono of buttornut
The Organ phamber opens into tho
Nave and Chancel by arches, the
heads of which are filled withtracery
supports on columns and corbels. Tho
Navo has six windows on each sido
with straight pointed heads and two
similar ones at the ' west end, ovor
which is. a hcxagoual window fillod
with tracery. Tho glass is by Curso
of Chicago, and is in admirablo keep-
ing wjth the whole building. The
Chancel windows havo figured quar-
ries, !eaf-bordo- and symbols in

Tho central window has tho
emblems of Divinity, tho Dove, the
Trinity, tho I. II. S.; on tho right hand
tho oinblems of our .Lord's suffering,
tho Passion Flow er, Cross and Crown
of Thorns; ou tho lo't tho embloms
of Glory, tho Lilly,the Crown and tho
Palm Lranch ; those of tho Navo, fig
ured quarries and leaf bordora. Tho
tracericd window of west gablo is ex-

ceedingly rich. ''.'. '

Tho furniture- throughout is of tho
buttornut, finished, by oiling. Within
tho Chancel I Sail are tho .
