A CHAPTER ON CHURNS,

Frof. Henry of the Wiwonsin Exporl.
ment Stntlon Glves His Views,

Will the tlme ever come when a
putent is not issned every day in the
year for some new kind of churn or
farmn gate? Judging from present ap-
pearances there are just as many moen
now a4 ever in the past who arve perfoct-
ly confident they have the bestand
only porfect ehurn,  Almost evory sum-
mer hera at Madison strangers movo
intosome otherwise ungeoupied store-
room on the leading street and koep
“open house” the long sonson through.
Tho sole object of interest they have
on axhibiy wondorful churn,
and daily cream is turned into butter
with Hghtning-like rapidity before the
eyes of the gaping crowd. Only acouple
of years sinco partlos doing businoss in
this way gave churning exhibitions,
and in the presence of twe of the high-
est uflipials in our State turned cveam
into butter in ‘wo minutes by the
watclh, and what seems to me a much
hardor thing to do, thoy obtained the
signatures of these two partles to a
statomentof the fact, this amounting
practically to an indorsement of the
c¢hurn, Now, it is o fact that these
parties turned oream Into butter fn
about two minutes. Was this churn,
thorefore, in improvement over tho or-
dinary shurns?

I8 somo

To test tho mattor wo sont our dairy-
man down ono day and had him pur-
chase i churn without telling the pro-
prietor whom he represonted or what
wis to be dono with it. We took a
quantity of eream and divided it into
two oqual parts by weight and put one-
half into the new claimont and turned
the other into our rectangular churn,
which had bean doing service for sov-
eral sonsons.  Doth churns wore worlked
according to directions nnd treated so
a8 to got the besy resulls possible, so
far a8 we know. What was the outs
come? Thenovelty, which had brought
butter in the presence of hundreds in
two minutes, notv a mile and o half
away, now came out two minutes be
hind the other churn and did not de-
lver guite as much butter, though
probably tho difforence was accidental.
Where was the  discrepaney?  The
whole matter was plain to us when we
recollopted that the parties operating
tho ehuen in the ity never chiurned but
two or thveo gquarts of eream, and  thoat
they made the paddles o so fust that
they beat the Hittle mass of eream into
butter in “no time” Whon tho ehurn
wis glven g reasonable amount of work
to do it did no better, and evon not
quite so woell, ag o muoh slmpler instru-
maoent,

After having looked over muny of the
now Inventions I have come to the con-
clusion that wo have reachoed the limit
of progress in churns slong thie presont
ling, OF ecourse, new directions aro
oponing op—the buotter oxtractor, for
oxnmple—but 1 do not believe there bas
been o single advance made in the com-
mon churn for more than o decale ex-
cept in regard to the covers, which have
been  materially dmproved.  The best
churn to buy is the simplost; this {8 a
stmple box or barrel that turns over and
aver,

Avoid all ehurns with Inside fixtures,
such as dashors, puddloes wnid serapors, A
ohurn with these paddlesin turns outno
moro butter and makes it no easier than
a revolving churn,  They wre diffienlt
to wask and keep clean. All churns
with paddles require bearings; thoeso
grind up the ¢ream into
blacken it often making
unslghtly, Muany of the patenis on
churng are for devices to aerate the
croam.  Mostof these aro nilll}'l:u‘ ridie-
ulous, If sh to gat air through
the cronm we can do it most effectunlly
by baving it tumble aboutin 4 revoly-
ing barrel or box.,
