The Department has been
working on the problem for some
time, and it has almost been proved
to the satisfaction of officials that the
tick which causes the fever can be
eradicated from a pasture simply by
keeping cattle out of that pasture. The
tick is not a herbivorous insect, and
It will die out if the pasture is kept
free of cattle. - It is believed that if
one pasture on a farm is always kept
free of cattle over what might be
termed the life period of the tick, it
Will furnish perfectly safe pasturage
Cor uninfected animals in case fever
fcreaks out in the rest of the herd.
