How to raiso Fotatocs without
Hoeing.

In the first place, we plough the
ground a3 deep as wc conveniently can,
Bay from ten inches to a loot. We
then mark out with a light one horse
plough, two feet ten inches to three
feet apart each way, not to exceed 3
feet at most, making as light a mark
as we can. Plant as soon as we can
after preparing the ground, before the
weeds have time to start, at the rate of
from five to ten bushels to the acre,
according to the size of the seed, large
seed requiring more bushels per acre
than small ones. We cover about
four inches deep, and if the ground is

not wet, step on each hill with both
feet, to facilitate the sprouting. If
the weather is favorable, they will
be up in ten days or two weeks. As
noon as they make their appearance,
we go over them with a hoe, covering
about two inches ihicp with fresh
earth. That covers and keeps back
all little weeds and grass, and also, u
early, protects them lrom irost. 11k.

potatoes,' being strong and vigorous,
will be up again in a lew days, leav
ing the hill free from weeds. We let
them get six or eight inches high, then
go lightly each way between them
with a shovel plough, and just helore
the vines begin to lull, we go once
more, each way, with the shovel-ploug- h.

This forms the hill just the
right size, if planted at the distance
above mentioned, and is all that is
necessary to do, except, it may be, for
a boy to go through them .and pull out
the scattering weeds, which will be
few and far between, that may have
escaped the plough. If the ground is
not very mellow, it is well to run the
cultivator through them, between the
two ploughing.. We have raised our
potatoes in this way for several years,
and have always taken the hrst pre
mium on them, when we have taken
them to the fairs. In 185, we took
the first two premiums on potatoes at
our Cayuga County l air; one on the
best ten acres, and the other on the
best bushel of table potatoes. To suc
ceed in this way, it is necessary to
watch them closely. Work the ground
as far as possible when it is dry, and
do everything at the right time; for it'
the weeds once get the advantage, it
is 'farewell honions,' as the English
man said, when the weeds got the
start of his onion bed. Ohio Farmer.

1 he
clerk is often taxed to write directions
forhomc-rnanufactur- e, and I thus pro
cured a recipe for domestic use, which
I copy for you, so that those who wish
may try a piece of bread from the Man-
sion. It is as follows: One quart of
sour milk, one tablcspoonful of salara-tus- ,

four ounces of butter, three table-spoonfu-
ls

of Hour, three eggs, and corn
meal sufficient to make a still batter.
