Tho Society will not in any case provide
for their transportation, or be subject to
any expense either for their delivery at,
or return Iron), the rair grounds.

Tho names of the Judges appointed
will be a'nnounccd at 9 o'clock on each
morning.

Stock may be exhibited for premiums
by any citizen of the State, if it shall
have been owned and kept in the State
for three months, immediately preceding
tho Fair, upon the exhibitor, if not resid
ing in Franklin County, becoming a
member of the Sociefj.
