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Ctear. etoefc can nnd their living
in the woods during the greater
part of the year. Now, with all
these advantages, why have we not
prospered more?

As we said before, Rugby was ur-fortu-

in many of its earlier sett-

lers. AVe iNean nothing aeainst
them as individuals, for many of
them were numbered among our
best citizens. The fact is, they
were hot adapted to being pioneers.

Let us look at how the early sett-

lers managed in the timbered sec

tions of the North. If they paid for
their land and had a little money

left, they were well-off- . A house
was built according to their means

No more stock was purchased
than was absolutely needed, fof
land must be cleared before any..
thing could be raised to feed them
on, as there was no range. As fast
as the land could be cleared, and
usually it was done by their own h
bor, it was seeded down to grass.

They increased their stock as fast
as they had feed for them.

We have known some here to in-

vest largely in .stock the first thing,
and when winter came, there wa6

nothing to feed them. Tho result
was, a loss and dissatisfaction with
the country. A large proportion of
those who failed here, had more
means than nine-tent- hs of the sett-

lers in the northern states hai
Rugby kas lived and is more

prosperous then it was during the
boom of ten years ago. Scm? will

dispute this, but we insist that there
is more solid prosperity in the de
pend-o- n --yourself feeling of to-da- y,

then ever was in the time when al
looked to the Board for everything

What' will the future be? The
future of Rugby will depend, in a
great measure, upon what the pres-

ent citizens may do. Learning
from the experience of tho past, let
us not look to much towards uncer-
tainties, but take advantage ot what
there is before us.

What kind of people do we want
here and what inducements can we

offer them? We do not want those
that will rntke a failure. What
are we going to ask them to come

here for? We have good water-powe- r

for factories, but it will takr
more influence to bring these, than
we posess as private citizens. The
must be brought by the higl e ow

er. It is the small farmers whom

we can influence the best.
There is an abundance of good

land to be had at a reasonable price
and if taken hold of by therigb.
men, will make productive farms.

The whole section along the rail
road, south of us, will furnish goot.
markets. For the men who wii
come here, clear up the land, gei
in grass and put on stuck as fast :

they can raise feed, there is a goc;c.

opening. The man who comes Ivk
and buys his stock before ho ruin--

any feed, will go "away wiser
poorer.

Under the present circumstances
wo must look in the farming com-

munities, especially in those to .he

north of us, for the settlers to whom

we can offer inducements.

If you know of one person tl a

you think would succeed here, urg
hiiaa to come. Do not, for anything
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faith in Rupby, or a greater desire
for its prosperity than we have, but
we think it best to treat the mattere
candidly and truthfully. We shall

never, knowingly, offer a falso in
ducement to any person to locate
here.

Let us glance over the past of
Rugby and perhapswe will find the
the key that will unlock the future.

During the eleven years past,
Bugby has experienced all of the
numerous chiinges of fortune.

Having had one taste of a boom,
it has looked continually for anoth-
er. For seme years the present
was disregarded in hopes of what
the future might bring forth.

It was a long time before the
settlers realized that they must
"hoe their own row" and not look
to the Board of Aid for all of their
prosperity. WLed this finally came
about, ilone that verenot adapted
to make their way, under the cir
cumstances in which they were
placed, gradually withdrew.

Our population has now settled
down to two classes; these who can
make a living here and those who
have sufficient means to live on.

Eugby has been somewhat un-

fortunate in many of its settlers.
We find many sections of America

in which the wilderness has been
changed into fine farms, where the
the pioneers labored under many
disadvantages unknown here.

The soil will average as gocd or
better here, than one-ha- lf of the
United States and is better watered
than three-fourt- hs of the country.

Our winters are very mild in
comparison with those farther north
and aro notsevere when compared
with those farther south.

For health it is hard to find places
that will compare with ours. The
rainfall is usually sufficient through-
out the year and we have less very
wet or very dry seasons than almos
ny other section of the country.
