THE DEATH PENALTY.

EXECUTION OF TWO. NEGROES IN NORTH

CAROLINA SCENES AT THE SCAFFOLD.

On Friday the 3d instant, the execution
of two negroes, John Taylor and Jim
Knight, took placo at Tarbororough,
North Carolina, for tho foul murder of a
young man named John II. Cutehcn.

From a telographio accouut of the? exe
cution in tho Now York Herald wo copy
tho following j

DAY OF THE EXECUTION. '

Tho entire morning was black, well
befitting tho tragic event of tho day. Rain
fell incessantly, but this did not prevent
tho assemblage of an immense crowd.
Lvcry road leading to town was thronged
with blacks, nialo and fcinalo, and a spe
cial train brought a large number from
Nash and Halifax and tho upper portion
of this county in the neighborhood of
Whitaker's station, where tho murder
was perpetrated. By ten o'clock tho
streets were lined from end to end with
negroes. Tho rain beat down in torrents
almost, and already a largo crowd of ex-

cited and wondering frecdinon were gath-

ered within sight of the terrible scaffold,
tho coffin and tho ominous grave, dug a
little to tho right, in rear of tho scaffold.
Around the jail, on the west side of tho
town, tho guard, blacks and whites, armed
with old rifles, shotguns and muskets,
woro assembled. The shackles were
stricken from the condemned by a Mr.
Palinountaiu, a gunsmith, and now, for tho
first timo, the assumed savago fortitude of
John Taylor began to give way, and al-

though ho well endeavored to maintain
lii s blasphemous, bravado air, a nervous
twitching of the muscles of the face could
bo seen, and his legs and arms woro frc- -
iiuently convulsively jerKed, giving un--
mistakablo evidence of guilt and a ban-

ishment of his false courage. Knight re-

mained tho same, calmer if possible than
ho had been heretofore. Two colored
preachers' remained with them tho entire
morning, offering prayers and alternately
conversing with them ; but in this truce
Taylor did not ouce touch upon tho crime
while Knight spoke freely, steadfastly de-

nying any knowledgo of it. Both seemed
penitent and asserted their peace was
made with their Maker.

Tho terriblo death penalty i read '! that
the condemned be taken from tho jail of
Edgecomb couuty to tho place ot public
exocution at , Tarborough, and thero be
hanged by the neck until both were dead,
between tho hours of ten A. M. and four

SCENES ABOUT THE SCAFFOLD.

Precisely'.at half-pa- st eleven they were
taken from their cell and led forth"' into
the centre of a square . formed by tho
guard and in accordance with their ex-

pressed wish were marched to tho scaffold.

Tho solemn procession moveu siowiy
through the mud in tho streets, encouiH
tering a cold, pelting; raiii,: accompanied
by attendant crowds of sablo citizohs,
among whom were no inconsiderable num
ber of women,,, , Fifteen minutes later aud
the scaffold was reached, the prisoners
maintaining all tho while a dogged si
lence,'" Taylor looking : defiant, Knight
calm and Tosignod.' At the;: scaffold a.

dense crowd, mostly black, was collected,
and tho heights just above on the side of
the town were covered bv an immense
multitude of over six thousand persons,

The rain still descended, but without any
effect oh the sable mass, who seemed to
bo fasciuated by a morbid aud depraved
ounosity to witness an execution,

Accompained by Bonjaniin T. Hart, the
Sheriff, the condemned fearlessly ascended
the steps of tho scaffold, taking seats' on
tho two now chairs provided especially for
the oocasion. A brief conversation with

their respective spiritual advisers then
onsuod, iu which both continued to assert
thoir innocence, Taylor emphatically 'at
ono time using an oath, saying ho, know
nothing about it, iu a sullen, savage tone
Knight appeared throughout to be resigned
to his fate, which- both seemed anxious, to
moot, ? probably from tho factj. that .they
could not fully rcatlue their torriplo posi

THE 1 AST VIEW.

A short and excellent prayor by ono of
tho colored clergymen, which was listened
to with an impressive oarnestuoss by the
surrounding thousands, lollowod.,, I'are
well was taken, when tho Sheriff aud . as
sistant proceeded to pinion the victims
This being comploted two white caps wore
placed ovor thoir heads, forevor . suutting
out the light of hcavon, tho fatal ropo was
adjusted firmly and soouroly round both
their necks, und at this moment Taylor

broko forth into an incoherent addressex-hortiu- g

tho multitude who then listened,
white and blacky to pray, and stating a
day would soon come when tho bad and
the good would appear boforo their Maker.
This ended at a quartet past 12 o'clock.
Tho ropo was out with a hatchet by an as
sistant, and the bodies of John Taylor and
Jim Knight fell some four feet. The for- -
mor struggled a good deal, the latter but
littlo, and soon thoir souls wero in eter
nity. Just as tho bodies woro suspended,

piorciug and almost unearthly shriek
rent ; tho air, which was followed by sov
oral others, and on ono ot the adjacent
hills quite an excited movemont was ob
served among the assembled . Africans.
Numbers ran to tho spot and there was
found ono of the concubines of John Tay-

lor, upon whoso cvidenco he was convict-
ed, yelling and screaming in a manner
harrowing to one's nerves in the midst of
such a solemn soonc. Nearly at the same
moment a uumbor of frecdmen in ado a
rush upon tho rear portion of the guard,
as if to get through it, whon, their mus
kets being levolled upon them, they quick--

rctrcatcd. After hanging fifteen min- -

utos lifo was declared extinct by the at-

tending surgeons. Tho bodies wcro cut
down and consigned to their last earthly
resting place". ' Close to thC Bcaffold upon
which they paid tho penalty of ono of tho
most foul of modern crimes, slowly and
seemingly reluctant, aa if spellbound by
some fearful hallucination, tho crowd dis-

persed, and tho graves were left alone.
