Gvnorosity to the State Fair. 
The South Dakota board of agriculture 

has received word from ltoswell Miller, 
president of tho Chicago, Milwaukee and 
St. Paul railway, and Marvin Hughitt, of 
tno Northwestern, that their request for 
free freight rates to all exhibitors to and 
from the fair had been granted. 

In North Dakota the six leading counties 
with their total assessments are: Cass.

Hopeful Indian Agency Reports. 
• Tho annual report of II. D. Gallagher, 
agent at Pine Itidge, is given out from the 
Indian bureau at Washington. Tho num­
ber of Indians at the reservation is 5,011; 
number of acres of the reservation tillable, 
400,000; number of acres cultivated, 4.420; 
number of stock of all kinds, 20,000. 
There were 273 births to 250 deaths during 
the year. The amount of land left to tho 
reservation under the Sioux bill is 2,000,-
000 acres—more than enough to give 320 
acres to eacii Indian, man, woman and child 
on the reservation. The crops have been 
late and are rather poor. The Indians left 
tho crops to meet the Sioux commission­
ers, ami the cattle on the reservation de­
stroyed a great part of them. Tho agent 
hae had very little trouble ivitji the Sioux, 
and he believes tho Ogallaln bun 1 at his 
agency are superior to aii other bands of 
Sioux. Great improvement has been made 
in tho Obegueues at this agency, and it is 
believed the Sioux will in time become 
self-supporting. The nolieo have beou 
"very emciont, and aided m preserving or­
der. Tliete is tv threat dea\ o£ complaint 
made beuauBo o£ Vho pvaetic© of allowing 
young bucks to be taken to exhibit in wild 
west shows and circuses. The agent rec 
ommends that it bo stopped. Pine lliclge 
haB been a favorable place for securing 
wild west material. Tho stock of the In­
dian is now branded by individual brands 
instead of by bauds, and each Indian owus 
his o*n stock. The agent recommends 
that sheep be purchased for the Indians. 
There are threo missions—Catholic. Epis­
copal and Presbyterian. The Ogallala in­
dustrial boarding school is a success, there 
being l'JO scholars enrolled and only room 
for 200. More school buildings are rec-
mended. '1 he Indians want the reserva­
tion surveyed and tho boundaries defined, 
so that no dispute may arise between the 
whites and Indians, and that trespassers 
may bo kept off the Indian lands. 
• John W. Cranisie, agent at Fort Totten, 
submits his eighth annual report for the 

» Devil's Lake and Turtle Mountain Indians. 
The Turtle Mountain tribe are wanderers 
and aro sometimes on the reservation and 
sometimes in Manitoba, 'lhey do little 
farming and are in a state far from civil­
ization. At Turtle Mountain there are 
1,340 Indians. The number of births were 
fifty and (ieaths ninety-six. There are 
8,000 acres of tillable land on tho reserva­
tion, 1,814 of which are under cultivation. 
At Devil's Lake there are 1,010 Indians. 
There were forty-nine births and lift* -four 
deaths. There are 40,000 acres of tillable 
land on the reservation and 5,050 are cul­
tivated. There are 330 families living on 
individual tracts, but no allotments have 
been made. The crops this year have 
been destroyed by the drought. Better 
agency buildings aro asked for. and ma­
terial for improving tho Indian dwellings. 
The Indians want the land surveyed and 
allotments made. 

James McLaughlin, agent at Standing 
Bock, reports 4,110 Indians at thatagencv, 
and that they are living in 1,000 dwelling 
houses on individual lauds, but which have 
not yet been allotted. There aro three 
missions at the Standing Kock, Catholic, 
Episcopal, Congregational. There have 
been 5,000 acres cultivated during the 
year, and 1,000 rods of fencing built. The 
new division under the Sioux bill leaves 
605,000 acres of the reservation in 
North Dakot, and 1,797,000 aores in South 
Dakota. The lands are best adapted for 
grazing, and consequently an increasing 
interest in stock raising. There are nine 
government schools and two mission 
schools, wjth a total enrollment of 593. 
There are eighty-two children in school off 
the reservation. The Indians want sur­
veys. The heads of families are already 
located on individual claims, but allot­
ments caij not be made unless surveys are 
made.

in Yankton, it was necessary to prooerd to 
fit, Pan!, jom torctt and go to Yankton 

- Reports from the thrashers now at work 
throughout tho region round about Bis­
marck are exceedingly Mattering, A month 
ago it was not supposed thero would be 
half a crop on the Missouri slope. The 
thrashers tell a differeut tale. Some 
piecos of wheat aro averuging over twenty 
bushels and many exceed fifteen. The 
average will be a full, half crop, and the 
quality will excel that of anv previous 
year. Nearly all pieces put' in with a 
pressed drill are turning out well. 

—A man in Des Moines, evidently not 
fullv poste 1 on Dakota, writes to the 
Pierre postinastor and wants to know if 
there is a paper published in Pierre. Ho 
says ho is interested in Pierre property, 
and that if thero is a newspaper printed 
in Hughes or Sullv county that ho would 
like to subscribe and wants a sample copy. 
If he subscribes for' all the papers in 
Hughes and Sully counties he will have to 
enlarge his posiofSce box. 

—Tho Harmony Mining company, lessee 
of the Keystone chlorination works at Gar­
den City, has purchased a set of Cornish 
rolls and is hjving them placed in position, 
hence tho works are not at present in op­
eration. It has been found necessary to 
employ some method of dry crushing in 
reducing the tin ore from this company's 
property, aiid consequently the rolls were 
Mirchased. The works will soon start up 
again. 

—Latest crop reports say North and 
South Dakota will produce 25,000,000 
bushels of wheat this year. Other ro iable 
authorities place the figures at 35,000,i'00 
bushels and the^3ioneer I'retts says that 
in a number of counties where there 
were fears of not more than four to six 
buslieis of wheat to tlie acre, it has yieldod 
ton and twelve. 

—The supreme court of tho territory of 
Dakota will convene in Yankton on the 
25th and 20tli of tho present month in ad­
journed session. This Hill be the fare­
well gathering of the territorial supremo 
court and the last session of tho appointed 
monibers of that body. It began its ex­
istence in that city twenty-eight years ago. 

—Huron conventions meet in a hall 
•which stands on historic ground. In 1HS3 
the tirst state convention met on that spot 
in what was dubbed the "Wigwam." Jfalf 
a I'ozen similar conventions have since 
been held there, and it seems awkward to 
many to go elsewhere than Huron.

—A skillfully executed counterfeit $5 
gold piece was recently passed at one of 
the Aberdeen banks. It has the true ring 
and only a close examination reveals its 
spurious character. It is said that con­
siderable bad coin is floating about. 

—W. TJ. Wielder and C. A. Allen wore 
driving through the country noar Grand 
Forks when their team became frightened 
by a steam thrasher and ran away, throw­
ing the occupants out and seriously injur 
ing both parties. 

—The thrashing of 300 acres of wheat 
on a farm near Columbia shows a yield of 
eleven bushels per acre. Somothiug over 
300 acres yet to thrash is expected to bring 
the yield up to thirteen bushels as an av­
erage. 

—A new national bank, with a capital o 
S50,000, has commenced business in 
Wahpeton, an 1 another with the same 
amount of backiug is expected to open 
here during tho present month. * 

—A visitor at Huron last week, becom-
eing weary of being asked questions in ref 
rence to the capital, pinned a card to his-
coat bearing these words: "I don't care a 
d where the capital goes." 

—An unoccupied house burned at Ips­
wich Tuesday night. It was owned by J. 
W. Parmloy, aud the loss is over Si,000. 
with no insurance. The tiro is accredited 
to an incendiary. 

—While Andrew Eayeas, Ameuiu, 
was" engaged in movi ig a building, some 
of the supports gave way and part of the 
building fell upon him. He died an hour 
later. 

•—-Two week's racing will be given by 
the Sioux Falls and Aberdeon association 
during the latter part of September, the. 
aggregate value of the purses beinc 85.-
100. 

—Daniel Scrub, who resided with his 
son at Bismarck, died tho other dajf from 
the effects of a l-attlesnako bite received 
over a month ago. He was 09 years old. 

—-W. N. Boach, d-mocratic candidate for 
governor of North Dako a, is 40 years old, 
and has. been a resident of Grand Forks 
county ten years. He is a farmer.

There Will Be No Kxtrn Session.

Protecting Hehring's SealH. 
A dispatch from Victoria, 15. C., states 

that tho schooner Lilly, belonging to that 
place, has arrived there from Hehring sea. 
She reports that she was boarded August 
0 by the United States revenue cutter 
llush, hor papers searched and 333 seal­
skins confiscated. She was ordered to 
proceed to Sitka, but no prize 
crew was placed on board. Tho vessel 
sealed for a few days after this, but finally 
sailed for home. Tho officers of the Hush 
told the Lilly that seven schooners had al­
ready beon Bei/.ed.

Somo of the Wisconsin Pearls are All 
V ltigiit. 

The poarl excitement in the vicinity of 
Albany, Wis., is now at its height. Al­
though claims are getting scarce and the 
divers have to dig in the mud at tho bottom 
of the river tlie finds aro more numerous 
and valuablo thau ever. The largest 
aud by far tho most valuable pearl 
in Wisconsin was found by W. II. llahn. 
The weight of the poarl was 252 grains. 
A New York buyer offered $3,500 for it, 
but his figure was considerably too low. 
Hundreds of small poarls aro found aud 
sold daily. The purchasers aro agents of 
Chicago, Now York aud Paris houses. 
Within tho last two weeks tho following 
sales have been made: B. J. tacAteo, 
fl.122; F. L. Koberts, $3,42 ; Hewitt & 
Warren, $700; J. O. Lilley, $1,720; Halli-
dav A. Allen, $900. Visitors aud clam-
huntors aro ponring into Albany, and the 
banks of the river for miles are dotted 
with tents. Tho stones proved to bo of 
value after all, despite the early report 
from Chicago that they were soft aud 
worthless. 

Political Nominations East anil West. 

Tho democratic stato convention for 
New Jersey assembled at Trenton. Leon 
Abbett was renominated for governor by 
acclamation aud tho convention adjourned. 
Tho platform reaffirms the doctrines 
adopted in the national democratic plat­
form at St. Louis, and declares against 
trusts. 

Tho democratic state convention for 
Washington met at Kllensburg. The fol­
lowing nominations were made: Govern­
or, Eugene Semple. of Tacoma; lieuten­
ant-governor, II. M. Platter, of Whitman 
secretary of state. W. H. Whitlesuey, of 
Port Townsrmd; treasuror, Col. Kaufinaun, 
of Tacoma; attorney-general, II. J. Snivo-
y, of Yakima; superintendent of public 
istruction, J. H. Morgan, of Elleusburg;

The tedium of the Crouiu trial at Chi­

cago is alreadv oppressive, for the initial 
work of procuring a jury is dragging most 
un promisingly. A fair i ample of each 
day's proceedings is furnished in this in­
cident: Henry Sweet, a farmer from 
Glenwood, was examined aud cross ex­
amined at length aud finally, Forrest, for 
tho defense, challenged the juror for 
cause, giving aB reasons that he had 
formed an opinion as to the extent of the 
conspiracy to kill Dr. Crouiu, and also as 
to whether or not some of theso defend­
ants were members of that conspiracy, 
and that C ronin was killed in pursuance 
of the action of the supposed trial com­
mittee appointed by I ho camp of the so-
called Clau-na-Gael societies. Tho court 
asked the juror if, notwithstanding th 
opinions forme;! upon these matters, ha 
could give the prisoners a fair and im­
partial trial, to which the juror answered 
that ho could. The challange was then 
overruled by the court. Forrest took ex­
ception lo tho ruling of tho court and 
challenged the juror peremptorily.

The X.omloil Rlppm- Again. 
Tho polico have found the body of an­

other fallen woman lying at the corner of 
the railway arch, on Cable street, Wliite-
chapol, Loudou. An examination of tho 
remains showed that the head aud legs 
had beeu cut oil' and carried awuy and the 
stomach ripped opeu, tho intestines lying 
on tho ground. Tho police, who passed 
the place every fifteen minutes, state that 
they saw nothing suspicions. Physicians 
who examined the body state that, in their 
opinion, the murder aud mutilation occu­
pied nearly an hour; The woman was 
about 30 years old. She was shabbily at­
tired aud was cvi ently a spirit drinker. 
The remains have not been identified. 
The most intense excitement prevails in 
Whitechapel aud crowds surround the 
mortuary whore the body lies. No blood 
was on the ground where tho body was 
found, nor was there any blood on the 
body. From thi6 it waB evident that the 
murder was coiurnitte 1 in somo other place 
and that the body was subsequently de­
posited under the r ilway arch. 

it all there can now be found a pile of 
sohool bnildings, a breadth of farm land 
that is worth no more thau when he died, 
aud a pile of woithless paper represeuting 
shares in a bankrupt railroad. The mag­
nificent endowment and princely income 
have melted away under the hand of a 
railroad wrecker. The Johns Hopkins 
university was endowed with Baltimore & 
Ohio railroad stock by Johns Hopkins, of 
Baltimore. John W. Garrett waB- made 
trustee of the university by Johns Hop­
kins, and presideut of the road.

To-day the road is 
bankrupt and the university likewise. 

A Westorn Mine Hcrror. 
One of the most serious and saddest 

mining accidents ever known in Colorado 
occurred in tho White Ash coal mine, near 
Golden. An old abandoned mine runs 
alongsido the White Ash, and for some 
months has been full of water which, 
wilhout a moment's warning, burst 
through into the White Ash mine, com­
pletely filling it. Ton miners aro 
known to have been at work in White 
Ash at the time of the accident and 
not one of them could have lived five min­
utes after the surging masB broke in upon 
them. It will take two or three weeks be 
fore the bodies can be recovered. Work 
was at once commenced to pump the mine 
out, but old miners say it will be impossi 
ble to clear the mine and reach the bodies 
under two and perhaps three weeks. Part 
of the men leave families who were de 
pendent upon them, and all are highly 
spoken of. 

Destructive Pennsylvania Mine Fire. 
What threatens to be one of the most 

destructives fires that ever occurred in the 
coal fields is now raging in No. 2 colliery 
of the Delaware und Hu Ison Coal company 
at Gllipan, Penn., where several acres of 
anthracite coal are ablaze nearly 200 feet 
below the surface. About three weeks ago 
there was au extensive cave-in of the roof 
of this mine, followed by a tremendous 
explosion of fire-damp. It is thought that 
the fire was then communicated to the gas 
blowers which rush through the coal fis­
sures, and that the anthracite was ignited 
in that way. '1 he caving IU has been goinc 
on steadily since that date until the caved-
in area is nearly twenty-five acres in ex­
tent. It was not until aday or two since that 
the full extent of the fire became known, 
and gangs of expert miners were at ouce 
detailed to fight tl.e flames. This is dan 
gerous work, owiug to the rapidly accumu 
latiug gas that may come iu contact with 
the flames at any time an 1 result in a dis­
astrous explosion.

L. L. Stevens, treasurer of tho 
company, says all reports as to tho linan-
cial embarrassment of the company' itre 
campaign lies; that the company has no 
debts and has pur. hased property in Pierre 
that is worth $500,000 above cost; that tho 
company was never iu better conditiou, 
and that the demand for shares of s ock 
was never greater. It is understood that 
Pierre won on a plurality vote of tho stock 
represented when the question wac passed 
upon. 

Pierre*. Opponents. 
Immediately after the announcement of 

the Woonsocket company's intentions del­
egates from Huron, Sioux Falls, Water-
town, Mitchell, Chamberlniu and Harri­
son met at Aberdeen and held a confer-
once looking to a counter inoveiuont 
ngaiust Pierre. No definite line of action 
was agreed upon because not one of the 
towns was ready to withdraw from the 
race. The inclination was very strong to 
make common cause against Pierre, but 
each town wanted to bo elected tho cham­
pion to meet the Missouri river town sin­
gle handed and alone. It is annouueed 
from Hurona nd Mitchell that each towu 
is in the race independently, and that is 
perhaps what the contest will pettle down 
to all around. 

Other Nominations. 
The republican judicial convention for 

the Fifth district, aud the democratic as 
well, have been calle I. Bo.h meet in 
Jamestown. I. H. Hewit, Jamestown, 
and G. K. Andrus, Valley City, ure candi­
dates for the republican nomination. 
Judge Rose will be the democratic nomi­
nee. Tho republican majority iu the 
counties comprising the district, according 
to la6t fall's vote, is less thau 400, and 
democrats hope that Rose's popularity 
will be able lo overcome that. 

The democrats of MeCook county have 
placed the following ticket in the field: 
For the state senate, William Blankartz; 
for the house, William Savage and Frank 
Fitzgerald; for county judge, J. T. MclCee. 

The republican judicial district conven­
tion met at Yankton and nominated £, G. 
Smith, of Yankton, for circuit judge. 

In the republican judicial convention 
for the sixth district at Gettysburg S. G. 
Fuller, of Bowdle, was nominated for cir­
cuit judge. 

POSTAL TELEGRAPH. 

Dr. Norvin Green of tho Opinion that It 
Wilt Not Work. 

Postmaster General Wanamaker recently 
summoned to Washington various officials 
of the telegraph companies in order to lav 
before them some details of, and make 
proposals for, a new postal tolegraph ser­
vice, which he has had under consideration 
for some time. Dr. Norvin Green, presi­
dent of the Western Union, was one of 
these officials, aud he has just returned to 
New York from the conference. Dr. 
Green said that it was a matter belonging 
to the postal department and not to the 
tolegraph companies. He did not look up­
on the project in a very favorable light, as 
it would be a distinctly second class de­
livery service. There would not be an 
immediate delivery by the postofficos, but 
Btated times of delivery, as iu the case of 
letters now. Business and commercial 
men, he believed, would not avail them­
selves of such a service when they can 
have a ffrst class service—i. e., messages 
delivered by tho company the verv moment 
received. It would, therefore, be of little I 
use to those who employ the telegraph 
service most. It is, however, the exten­
sion of the telegaaph service that forms the 
chief feature of Mr. Wanamaker's scheme, 
Dr. Green said. There are at present 
about 50,000 poBtoffices in the country. 
About 1U,000 have telegraph Bervice. Dr. 
Green said that of the 19,000 serving 
offices about two-thirds were profitless. 
Were there anything to be gaiued by ex­
tending tho lines the company would" havo 
undertaken it. Dr. Green was very much 
inclined to doubt the financial SUCCOSB of 
extending the lines to 40,000 little places 
in order to make the blessingB of the tele­
graph service well nigh universal for tho 
people. 

DIVIDING THE REWARD, 

Various People Want a Slice ofthe Reward 
OflforoU i'or llolzhay's Arrest. 

The arrest at Republic, Wis., ofthe 
highwayman Holzhay has given rise to no 
end^of hard feelings. There aro half a 
dozen principal claimants for the rewards 
offered for his arrest, aDd every one 
who saw the capture made, or was within 
half a mile of the place at the time, is 
claiming a slice. The facts about the ar­
rest, as learned by your correspondent 
after thorough examination of the parties 
who made it, are as follows: Marshal 
Globe, who is the only regular police offi­
cer in the village, approached the suspect 
single-handed, without a revolver or even 
a club. Holzhay idrew his revolver, but 
the weapon was seizel by Globe. A 
stiuggle ensued, and Whelan, coming up 
opportunely, struck Holzhay twice, knock­
ing him down. Mr. Weiser and others 
then came to their assistance and the 
prisoner was taken to jail. Marshal 
Globe's coolness and bravery deserve rec­
ognition, and the people of the town will 
present him with a substantial token of 
their regard. AB Holzhay will be tried at' 
Bessemer for murder, the government re­
ward of $1,000 will not be paid. As the 
amount of the reward grows smaller tha 
claimants for it beoome more numerous. 

Forest Firea In tbe Fur North. 
....A late Winnipeg special says: Thomas 
Anderson, factor for the Hudson Bay 
company in the far off Peace river country, 
haB arrived from the north. He says the 
summer has been very dry, and against the 
growth of the crop. There hai also been 
frosts, injuring crops everywhere bat at 
Dunvegan. The woods are being de­
stroyed along the south side of the Peace 
by the fires, which have never oeased all 
summer. The fires have driven out the 
game and destroyed berries, whioh are an 
important source of food supply to the 
Indians, both in summer and winter, so 
there is iikely to be more hunger than ever 
this coming winter. Unless rain falls the 
fires will be still more destructive before 
winter sets in. The Beaver Indians, the 
natives of the country, are dying out very 
fast, but the Grees, who are coming in 
from the Lesser Slave lake and Edmonton, 
are increasing. 

Official Change, in the Illinois Central. 
Acting President Harriman, of the Illi­

nois Central, has made a number of 
changes consequent upon the Budden re­
tirement of E. T. Jeffery from the man­
agement of the road. A. Vf. Sullivan, 
superintendent of the lines in Illinois, be­
comes noting general superintendent of 
the system, vice C. A. Beok, promoted to 
be acting general manager. E. G. Russell, 
superintendent of the Wisconsin division, 
was made superintendent also of the Illi­
nois lines.

ITS ESTABLISHMENT IS Al'l'KOm-
ATKLY CELEHBATEh.

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Twenty-flv© Ttiousand People Gather iu .-
Commemoration or the Event—Tho Pres­
idential Party Attends—An Address by • 
the Executive of the Kation. 

The old log college celebration, undor the 
auspices of the Presbytery of Philadel­
phia, was begun Thursday oh the old Ten-
neut farm, near Iiartsville, Bucks couury, 
Pa., where the college was originally 
located. 

The farm is about twenty miles from 
Philadelphia. Thursday's exercises were 
really commemorative of the founding of 
the Presbyterian church in the I nited 
States. Tne log college was established in 
1726 b/ William Tennent, aud nourished 
until 1742, when Princeton college was 
founded. It may be said that tho Prince­
ton institution sprang 'rom the primitive 
college established by Tennent. When the 
celebration was first talked of President 
Harrison promised to attend, and he bas 
kent that promise by coming here to­
gether with Postmaster-General Wana­
maker, Jlrs. HarriRon. the Rev. J. W. 
Scott, and Private Secretary Ha) for. 1. 

The President and his friends arrived 
from Washington Wednesday evening and 
spent the night at Mr. Wanamaker's 
country home at Jenkintown. Early 
Thursday morning the party started for 
the place where the exerches wero held, 
driving in carriages ovor the old York 
road for a distance of eight miles. Tents 
had been erected 011 the Tennent farm and 
an immense crowd from the surrounding 
country was present. Thoro wero also 
many prominont Presbyterian divines. A, 
long program of exercises had been ar­
ranged, and at 11:20 tho services of the 
day wero opened by the reading of a 
verse of Scripturo by tho lii v. Joseph 
B<*gSs» D. P., of Philadelphia. Then fol­
lowed a prayer by tho Rev. L. W. Fcl:nra 
of Abbington, Pa., to whose energetic 
work tho success of the day's celebration 
is due. 

At 11:50 the Presidont, leaning on the 
arm of Mr. Wanamaker, entered the large 
tent and was given a most enthusiastic re­
ception. They were followed by tho rest 
of the party, and all took front seats on 
tho raised platform. The ladies carried 
beautiful bouquets. Gov. !?«>aver, who 
was also of the party, received a geueimia 
ovation when he ascended the plat­
form. As soon as tho distinguished visi­
tors were seated the first paper of tho day 
was read by tlie Rev. 1). K. Turner of 
Hartsville. Tho address was descriptivo 
of tho founding of the log tollege. The 
speaker was followed by tho Rev, R. M. 
Patterson, IX D., LL. D., of Philadelphia, 
editor of tho Presbyterian, who delivered 
an address on "Log College Evangelists." 

The Rev. Dr. Murray, dean of Prince­
ton college, delivered a spirited-*dddross, 
and Rev. Ricliurd Mcllwaine, B. D., 
LL. D.t read a paper on ,4The lutluence of 
the fiOg College in tho South." 

President Harrison was then introduced 
and was cheered by the 25,000 present. 
Mr. Harrison spoke substantially as fol­
lows: 

"I have had illustrated to me here to­
day one of the consistent tenets of tho 
Presbyterian church. Nothing, I. assure 
you, short of a robust embodiment of the 
doctrine of the perseverance of the saints 
in the person of our distinguished brother, 
the chairman, who has just introduced me, 
could have overcome the dilliculties which 
seem to bo in the way of those who attend 
celebrations. 1 thank you for your hospi­
table treatment of me and mine to-day, 
but I must sny that 1 have much pleasure 
in being here, for ovory impulse of honest 
pride which stirs your hearts moves mine. 
1 am glad to stanu here at tho source of a 
great movement. 1 am glad to l>e here to 
help celebrate one of those great impulses 
springing from a small beginning. I dou't 
want to exalt unduly the Presbyterian 
church, and yet I think historians who have 
been untouched by partisanship testify 
that it has beeu magnificently pushod on­
ward. Let us take no backward steps. 
Let us continue to merit the favor of (!od 
und do His work - until, the . world shall 
cease to move. Steadfastness is our char­
acteristic. Our enemies have called it ob­
stinacy, and there are occasions when oven 
that "trait and characteristic has its ser­
vice. LetJ us, my friends, continue to be 
steadfast to tbo faith nurtured and 
strengthened on this sacred spot. Lot 
kindly thank you for this most cordial 
and brotherly greeting. Let me wish that 
this day will close as auspiciously as it has 
opened. Let me hope that those scholarly 
addresses which will convey now thoughts " 
to your minds and that you will carry 

j away from here pleasant recollections of 
I the day's celebration." 
| After tne singing <>f tho hymn, "Nearer, 

My God, to Thee," a lunch was served of 
which the Presidential party and th« 
prominent members of tho presbytery par­
took. 

In the afternoon the Kev. r.oenozor Er-
skine of Neuvillo, Pa., delivered an ad­
dress on "Presbyteriaus of the Cumber­
land Valley." Gov. Reaver read a speech 
eulogistic of the log college and its 
founders, and Postmaster-General Waua-
maker also spoke. President Knox aud 
others closed the speech-making. Letters 
from ex-President McCosh of Princotou 
and Gov. Green of New Jersey were road, 
and also a letter written in 1757 by Gil­
bert Tennent, son of the founder of the 
log college. Tho exercises closed with a 
benediction spoken by the Rev. Mr. Scott, 
tho father of Mrs. Harrison. 

JUSTICE FIELD'S STORY. 
Ills Account of tho Najfle-Torry Tragedy, 

A San Francisco. Cul., dispatch says: 
Several witnesses testilied in the Nuglo 
case to the dangerous character of Judge 
Terry. Several testified that when Terry 
was shot at Lathrop Mrs. Terry rushed 
into the room, threw herself upon her 
husband's body, and remained there a 
minute or two. When she t?ot up she 
declared that Judge Terry was unarmed 
and called the crowd to seurch him for 
arms. The pistol found iu Mrs. Terry's 
sachel was produced. 

Justice Field was examined in the after­
noon. He recounted the events leading up 
to the Lathrop shooting. Justice Field 
expressed tlio opinion that if Nagle had 
not shot Terry lie (Field) would have been 
a dead man within the uoxt five seconds. 
He said the expression of Terry's face 
when he raised his hand to strike the sec­
ond time could not be mistaken. It was full 
of malice and murder. Justice lleld de­
clared he had nevor had any difficulty with 
Terry of any kind whatever prior to giv­
ing judgment in the Sharon case a year 
ago In fact, they had always been on 
the most friendly terms. Terry liad often 
tried cases before him, and on entering 
court had always spoken to liini pleasant­
ly to him. During the last year or two, 
however, he had seemed entirely changed 
and to have lost tho respect whioh ha 
formerly had far courts. Justice Field 
added that the story of his having asked 
Terry to support him lor Presidont several 
years ago was pure fiction. As he left 
the witness stand the Justice remarked 
that he was sorry thore was no one on 
tho other side to cross-examine him. The 
case will probably be concluded to-day.

Death of David I). 1.1 oyd or the New York 
Tribune Stall*. 

At New York, recently, David D. Lloyd, 
one of the Tribune staff, died suddenly 
while walking in the street at Weehaw-
ken, N. J., of angina pectoris. For some 
years paBt Mr. Lloyd has been suffering 
from heart trouble. - Mr. Lloyd was born 
in this city in 1851. He was successively 
reporter of the Tribune, private secretary 
to Chief Justice Chase, day editor ot tha 
Tribune, its Albany and Washington cor­
respondent, and then an editorial writer 
on the paper. As a dramatist he is 
known as the author of the plays "For 
Congress," "The Woman Hater," "The 
Dominie's Daughter," and had just com-
pleted a play called "The Senator." Mr. 
Uoyd leaves a wife and two children.
