Couglilin, Burlce, and O'Snlllvan Get Im­
prisonment Tor Life, Kunze Sentenced 
for Three TeurB, and Lawyer Beggs Se­
cures an Acquittal—Publio' Feeling; in 
< lilongo. 
The jury in the Cronin murder trial at 

Chicago, after being out nearly seventy 
honrs, compromised on the following 
verdict: 

"We, the jury, find the defendant John 
F. Beggs not guilty. 

"We, the jury, find the defendant John 
Eonze guilty of manslaughter as charged,

that only the impatient, anxious prisoner 
can feel at hearing words of liberty 
spoken to him. Tears leaped to his blue 
eyes, bathe held thom back, anil at the 
bidding of his lawyer walked over to the 
retiring jurymen and thanked them for 
their verdict in his behalf. His release 
was, to say the least, a pleasant surprise. 
He expected a worse fate. 

It was some seconds before Kunzo, 
who sat at the other end of the do ok, 
realized his fate. When he did he filled 
up like n whipped child, nnd'at -once 
commanded the sympathy of Uie lane 
assemblage, inolndlng court, jury and 
lawyers. Ho conld not long restrain ihe 
sobs that rolled up from his bleeding 
heart, and quicklv gave vent to his grief 
in cries and complaints, Kunze has been 
tho happy-go-lucky, playful occupant of 
the dock all through the trial. By his 
attitude he convinced all that ho expeot-
ed to be discharged, and when ho Imried 
his f >>ce in his hnnds and cried bitterly 
over his three years' sentence, tho people 
responded with smothered expressions of 
compassion. 

With the other three it was vastly dif­
ferent. They were unconcerned until 
Ihey heard the verdiot read, and then 
they, ono and all, gave a sigh of relief, 
ana their faces were at onco mantled in 
smiles of satisfaction. They had no 
doubt expected the death sentence, but, 
on not healing it read, felt themselves 
in unexpected luck. In short, Burke, 
O'Sullivan, and Coughlin were happily 
disappointed. 

None of the members of tho prisoners' 
families were in tho court-room at the 
time. Hence there were no affecting 
scenes such as when the verdict in the 
anarchist cases was pronounced. Every­
thing save the cries of poor Kunze was 
quiet and defiant. The three condemned 
men took their "medicine" indifferently 
and smiled sarcastically when Attorney

Had my work been the same, done over 
the signature of "Tax-payer" or "Vox 
Populi,"how much different might have 
been the result! Seeking, as I am, in my 
poor, weak way, to make folly appear. 
foolish and to make men hotter by speak­
ing disrespectfully of their errors, 1 do not 
deserve to be regarded even by Btrangers, 
as a tough aud terror, but rather a-3 a plnin, 
law-abiding American citizen, who bei'B 
leavo to subscribe himse'f yours for the 
publio weal, EDGAK WILSON NYE. 

One "C'linrlie Boss" Found. 
L. CT. Dickinson eight years ago was 

manager of some mining property at 
Commonweal tli, Wis., says a Los 
Angeles special. There was a striko 
of miners employed by him, in -which 
Dickinson came out best, and the 
strikers swore vengeance. A few days 
after the strike -was settled Dickinson's 
6-year-old boy Willie did not return 
home from school, and the miners were 
suspected of having made away with 
liim. Since tliat day his parents have 
never set eyes on their child. The 
father .spent a fortune in trying to dis­
cover tlie boy's whereabouts. Pinker1-
ton's detective agency was enlisted fn 
tlie search, and a standing reward of 
$3,000 was offered for knowledge of 
tho boy's whereabouts. 

About two weeks ago a bright in­
telligent lad was found roaming around 
East Los Angeles by a policeman, who 
took him to the boys' and girls' home. 
The boy told a strange tale. He said 
his name was Willie E. Dickinson; that 
about six or seven years ago strangers 
took him from his home to Chicago, 
where he was abandoned on tho streets. 
Ho fell in with other boys and made a 
living selling papers and blacking 
boots till 1883, when he rode to Saora-
mento on a brake beam. &inoe he ar-
rived in California hp lias fallen in with 
horse jockeys, who took him around to 
fairs with them. When he reached 
Los Angeles he concluded to remain. 
A few weeks [igo the chief of police 
sent a letter to the Chicago chief of 
polieo, relating the boy's story, and to­
day he received an answer which tells 
the story of the abduction and incloaes 
a photograph of the missing bov, which 
tallies exactly with the boy here. The 
chief of police has informed the father,

The Iriftli Lender Greeted l>y Qreat Crowd* 
of l'cople—He Kojillos to lVemlor SaliN-
Ijury and Vitciinu tho London Times 
and the l'amoll Coinmlmilon. -
A London dispatch says Mr. Parnell 

was met by a gieat crowd on his arrival 
ai Nottingham, and was preeted with 
mingled gro ns and cheers. He addressed 
a la;go meeting in reply to the speech re- . 
cently made by Lord Salisbury. Mr. 
l'amoll declared that there never had! 
been a movement of sueli magnitude to 
ihe country which wns so comparatively 
free from crime as the Lnna League; 
movement. The objeot of the home rule 
movement, he said, was to. regenerate 
Ireland, especially with regard to her in­
dustrial condition. Manufactures might-
be developed to such nn extent as to-take 
the strain "oIT the land, and enable the 
people to look to other means than farm­
ing for gaining a living; but Irishmen 
themselves must* promote Irish indus­
tries—not at the expouse of the English 
I nt of the Irish exchequer; or, best 
of all, through the efforts of local and in­
dividual enterprise and with private capi­
tal. Mr. llalfour's plan of making rail-
wnys through impo-. erished districts was 
a vain expenditure of money. 

Home rale, the speaker said, aimed at 
national regeneration, end this implied 
the regeneration of the industries and the 
industrial and commercial spirit of the 
people. If home rule were granted it 
would not discourage the rich people of 
Englaud from promoting industrial de­
velopments, but the money would be 
judic ously and fid* aniageously. employed 
instead of being wasted, as now, to main­
tain in power a government of fraud and 
trickery. Expenditures of that sort would 
enable Iielaud to get and keep herhead 
above water, anil so exercise and develop 
tho qualities of her people that she would 
be no longer an exhibition for the wonder 
and scorn of the nations of the world. 

Briefly referring to tho Parnell com­
mission, the speaker said that he believed 
tbe judges' report would not discredit the 
nat onal movement. 

If tho Government had nothing to be 
ashamed of in its connection with tho 
Time*, Mr. Parnoll added, doubtless it 
would gratify curiosity by making known 
the truth about that m:itter. The coun­
try wanted to know how far tho Govern­
ment had gone in a courso so me m nnd 
so thoroughly contrary to the English 
spirit is to attack men from nmbush aud 
by the use of such disreputable instru­
ments. Ho knew tho letters were forger­
ies, but he would rnther have died than; 
have acceptrd the vindication the Gov­
ernment offered him. The Parnell Com­
mission, .instead of trying the personal 
indictment, had tried the Irish nation 
aud tho movements of the Irish party.

If this 
be true it is ti e most^ serious blow yet 
struck at the value of ^ugar trust certifi­
cates, and demonstrates tho truth of the 
M all street story that the sugar trust 
magnates liavo been very industriously de­
pressing the price of the sto.k so that they 
can 1 uy in the certificates sold to the pub­
lic nt 125 at less than half price. Tbo 
story that they were locking up money so 
as to mtiaence tlie course of speculation on 
tho bear side has not been denied. Tho 
most interesting sugar trust rumor now in 
circulation is that Havemoyer and bis as* 
sociates are negotiating with Claus Sprock­
ets with the view of purchasing the new 
Philadelphia refinery. There seems to b& 
a general idea that Mr. Snreckels, will 
eventually sell, but he does not dare to do 
so at present."

A "Waterville (Maine) dispatch says: At 

a conference of the Democratic State com­
mittee here steps were taken toward 
Strengthening the party organization 
throughout the State. It was strongly< 
urged that the leading feature of the-
next campaign should be tbe resubmission: 
of the prohibitory amendment to the-
people. One of the arguments used by 
those who favored this was the example of 
Rhode Island, Iowa, and other States 
where tho Democrats have taken a bold 
and aggressive attitude on this question.

This estab­
lishes the principle that to change the con­
stitution a majority of all votes cast at A 
general election must be in the affirma­
tive.
