“OLD ADAMANT.”

Edgar V. Mudgett, whose father was a
Vermonter aud who now resides in Bos-
ton, is reported to have madea valuable
discovery in looking over some old pa-
pers which had been in his father's pos-
session and were rather of the nature of
i heirdooms, having been hauded down in
the family for several generations.

In a package of letters, carefully tied

up with a pieoe of sheep-twine, he found
thiree bearing the signature of Ethan
Allen, and apparently written during the
exciting times in which the writer was
$0 conspiouous,
* These letters deal with events con-
nected with the eapture of certain New
York sheriffs who had apparently been
caught within the borders of the State
while upon some errand of eviction, and
one of them appears to have beem writ-
ten when Allen was contemplating the
capture of Ticonderoga.

But the main feature of interest is the
frequent recurrence of the term *“0ld
Adamant,” which Allen applies to Ver-
mont, being evidently a sobriquet origi-
nal with him.

In view of the fact that the common-
wealth is supposed to have but one nick-
name, that of the “Green Mountain
State,” it is, indeed, igteresting to dis-
cover that one who may well have stood
sponsor at her ehristening bestowed an-
other name upon her, which is 8o char-
acteristic of ber people and her history.

How this name should have fallen into
disuse, when it is. 8o peculiarly appro-
priate, adl when it originated from such
& source, is one of the mysteries which
is hard to uniavel,
