POLITICE AND BUSINESS A8 IT WAA IN
THE YEAR 1825,

Chas, 8. Forbes, the veternn Boston
Journal correspondent, gives-. us
[.ﬂllmpsnol the “good old times," and
the many changes wronght by time, in
IlinISum ay letter, We give it entire, ns
follows:

“Walton's Vermont Register” for 1825
is an exceedingly interesting publisation.

Within its faded covers are contaiped
much valuable information ccmuuruiur.i'
the National and State governments, anc
also many facts of importance to farmers
and business mon, .

The events recorded ocoured three
score and ten years ago, ana nearly all
the pnrtiel[lmnm in the soenes degceribed
have joined the silent majority.

The Register was published by E, P.
Walton at Montpelier, and the astron-
omical caleulations were made by Za-
dock Thompson, A, B.

There was no Ghvernment Weather
Burean in those days, and the farmers
liad to rely on the prognostications of
the clerk of the Almanae Department
of the Register for advance information
on the weather,

According to these predictions, the
April of 1825 must bave been similar to
the April of 184, for 1 note these
weather items: “Showers, cooler, stron
signs of rain, warm suns, but coo
nights.”

These ‘signs’’ extend through the
calendar, covering thirty days, and the
prognosticator  was undoubtedly ae-
countad nprophet.

During the slippery sesson in Febra-
ary, the almanne man announoces: “More
fulling weather," but in September he
stutes it will be *“*More agresable.”

The philogophical editor prints these
sayings among other good things:

“Your fences now onght to be your
flrst eare, Bad fence is one sign of a
bnd husband,”

“Out your clover and mind your busi-
ness, " )

“Be carelul to bung up your barrels
tight which you have em{)lietl."

“Keep no more cats than what will
cateh mice, é

[HE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT,

The “United States Calendar” De-
artment containg a  ‘“‘Revolutionary
togister," giving the enrollment of the
officers of the Contingntal Army in 1783,
The fivst name is thus printed: “His
Exeellency George Washington, Esq..
(teneral and Commander-dn-Chief of the
Armies of the Wnited States."

Then follows the Major Generals,
among whom is *Marquis de Lofayette,
Franee, Commissioned Julfy 3L 1T

Brig. Gen. Jolin Stark of New Hamp-
shire, who commanded the forces st the
Battle of Bennington, is also in the list,

At the time the Register was pub-
lished, James Monroe was presidest of
the United States, John Q. Adams, Soc-
retary of State; W, H. Crawford, Sec-
tetary of Treasury; John C. Calhoun,
Seeretary of War; Samuel L. Bouthard,
Seeretary of the Navy, and Wm, Wit
was Attorney General,

The Senators from Vermont in 1825
were William A, Palmer and Horatio
Seymour,

The number of States was then 28,

Vermont a4 that time had five Con-
gressionnl Distriets, the Representatives
being Willlam C. Bradley, Daniel A, A,
Buck, Samuel C. Crafts, Rollin C, Mal-
lary add Charles Rich,

I‘E]ijiﬂl Payne of Williamstown, was
United States District Judge at a salary
of $800 a year. W. A. Grigwold of Bur-
lington, was District Attorney, and
Joseph Edson of Rutland, Marshal,

James Fisk was United States Col-
lector of Customs in Vermont, with
these Deputies:

A, W. Hyde, Barlington; George Burn-
ham, Alburgh; Jas. Fisk, Jr., and Rod-
dey C. Rodger, Berkshire; David M,
Camp, Derby; R?Fer Enos, Irasburg;
Poter P, Payne, Highgate; Horatio B,
Farrar and Ethan A. Allen, Swanton;
Danford Mott, Tim Sowles and William
L. Sowles, Alburgh; William A. Wil-
king, St. Albans Bay; Basil Fisk, Frank-
lin; Henry N." Jones, Montgomery, and
Orlando Stevens, Swanton.

THE STATE GOVERNMENT IN 1525,

The legislative power was vested in a
House ¢composed of one member from
each town, The Jodiciary consisted of
4 Supreme Court of four members, who
held a sesgion once a year in each
county. The Bench at that time con-
sisted of Richard Skinner, Samuel Pren-
tisg, Titus Hutchinkon and Stephen
Royee, Jr. ‘There was also a County
Court for every county, with one Chief
Judge and two Assistant Judges. The
salpry of the Chief Judge of the Supremeo
Court was §1,000, and of the other
judges $000 8 year.

Hon. C. P. Van Ness of Burlington,
wits governor, with & salary of $7050 a

Qar,

The duties of the Executive are thus
defined: ““The Governor, with the Coun-
oll, commissions all officors, appoints
same, grants pardons and sees that tho
laws are executed.”

The Govarnor's Council consisted ef
12 menbers,

This body, together with the Governor
and Lieutenant Governor, constituled
the executive branch of the Government,

The Lientenant Governor was Anron
Leland of Chester,

Isanc Flecher of Lyndon, was Speake:
of the House,

The State Militinin those days in-
cluded every able-bodied male citizen In
its ranks, 1t was divided I(nto four di-
visiong, with a Major Genoral to each;
10 brigndes, with a Brigadier General to
each, and Into 856 regiments, with from 8
to 12 companies in each. The Governor
witk Captain Geoeral and Communder-
in-Chief,

The chapter on *banks” is as follows:

“There nre four banks in this State,
One st Bucli i, with u capital of
£150,000—E, X glesby, president;
John C, Thompson, ecashier: One af
Windser, with a capital of $100,000—Ab-
ner Forbes, president; Edward R. Camp-
boll, cashier: One at Brattleboro, with a

utlaud, with a capital of $100,000,
This bank was gran the last session
of the Legislature, but haa not yet gone
into operation. The banks at Bur lnr-
ton and of Windsor were established in
of Brattleboro' in
1821, They are in succossful operation,
and their bills are ourrent throughous
the New and  States. Hut few, if
'm them, have over been conpter-

ed, Six per cent. as abouus on. the

l:vroﬂta of these banks is annually paid
nto the treasury of the State, It usu-
ally amounted to from six to seven hun-
dred dollars per year."

The statistical department of the Reg-
ister gives thesoe figures: Number com-
mon schools, 1,01%; Justices of the
Peace, 1,807; practicing attorneys, 265;
olergymen, 320; horses, 46,018; cattle,
8085,882; gold watches, 200; brass clocks
and time pieces, 1.577; sommon watches,
2,861; grist mills, §73; anwmills, 780,

The number of postoffices in 1825 was
163, and the postage paid on leiters
amounted to $20,000,

The whole amount of the grand list in
1824 was §2,503 278,80,

Out of a population of 235,740 there
were 00,0851 engnged in agriculture, 4,424
in manufactures and 776 in commerce,

A MEMORABLE EVENT,

The year 1226 was made memorable by
the yisit of Gen. Lafayette to Vermont,
The distinguished Frenchman was warm-
ly welcomed everywhere by the loyal

ermonters, He was the guest for a
while at Burlington, of Gov. Van Ness,
and while there Inid the cornor stons of
the new Uniyersity building. This oe-
curred June 20th. Gen. Lafayette re-
:'.ui\lrcd an ovation in evary place he wvis-
ted, L

The Governor Van Ness mansion,
where Gen, Lafayette was entertained in
Burlington, is still standing substan-
tially as it was in 1825, It isa large and
uuTming-luuking house of Colonial
style, and its hospitable ocoupants have
welcomed many  distinguished men in
years gone by.

Hon, Coruelius Van Ness was o politi-
eal lender of his time, aud was Governor
of Vormont three terms, from 1823 to
1826,

NOTES FHOM LATER NUMBERS,

The policioal and civil history of the
State ean be conveniently traced in the
successive numbers of Walton's Register,

In this connection, it is interesting to
note the fact that the first Vermont Sen-
ate convensd October 15th, 1830, when it
became a co-ordinate branch of the Leg-
islature,

David M, Camp of Derby, was the flrst
President of the Senate, It consisted of
40 members, as now, although the Sena-
torial apportionment by counties has
been gomewhat changed.

It appears from the Registor of 1850
that a change in the judiciary system
was effected in 1850 by reducing the
number of Snpreme Court Judges to
three, and by establisbing a Cirouit
Court, consisting of four Judges. In
1857 the Cireuit Court was abolished,
and the number of Supreme Court
Judges incrensed to six. It now con-
sists of soven Judges.

The biennial system of elections and
legislative sessions was adopted in 1870,

In the Register for 1861 I find the vote
for Governor in the September election
of 1860, preceeding the great President-
ial gtruggle in November, to be for Erag-
tus Fairbanks, Republican, 34,340; for
John G, Saxe Douglas, Democrat, 11,877;
for Robert Harvey Dreokin ritlt:l. Demo-
arat, 2,157; majority for Fairbanks, 10,-
T15.
Then the financial transactions and
commercial business of 255,000 people
was done through thres State banks
with a total capital of #350,000, To-day
with only about 80,000 more people,
there are 40 National banks, with an ag-
gregate capital of §7,266,000, and also 30
savings banks and trust companies, with
deposits amounting to ever $27,000,000.
This is a very siguificant fact as related
to the prosyaritdy of the State in the “good
old times,’” and now.
